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Introducere

In ultimele doud decenii, s-au observat
schimbari majore, in modul in care comuni-
tatea stiintifica si factorii de decizie au vazut
viitorul sectorului energetic. Energia conti-
nua sa fie un element-cheie pentru dezvolta-
rea mondiald. Din cauza volatilitatii pretului
petrolului, epuizarii resurselor de combusti-
bili fosili, incélzirii globale si poludrii me-
diului Inconjurator, tensiunilor geopolitice,
cresterea cererii de energie alternativa rege-
nerabila si a utilizarii eficiente a combus-
tibililor fosili a devenit mult mai importanta,
decat in orice moment din istorie [6]. Din
acest punct de vedere, sursele regenerabile
de energie constituie un subiect fierbinte,
astfel incat dezvoltarea si integrarea tehnolo-
giilor pentru a optimiza utilizarea acestora,
au devenit foarte importante.

Tn acest context, valorificarea surselor
regenerabile de energie a devenit o compo-
nenta esentiald a politicii energetice, la nivel
national si in mod special, la nivel european.
Obiectivul strategic al politicii energetice a
Europei il reprezintd, in mare parte, pe langa
diminuarea riscurilor climaterice, asigurarea
securitdtii energetice. Siguranta energetica
poate fi realizatd prin crearea unui sistem
eficient bazat pe aprovizionarea cu energie
primard, producere, transport, distributie si
furnizare, care sa asigure alimentarea con-
tinud a tuturor consumatorilor, respectandu-
se conditii de accesibilitate, disponibilitate si
de suportabilitate a preturilor si tindndu-se
cont, in acelasi timp, de evolutia calitatii
mediului inconjurator.

In aceste conditii, eficienta energetici,
dezvoltarea surselor regenerabile si asigu-
rarea securitatii energetice au devenit, pentru
Uniunea Europeana, elemente-cheie, in con-
textul unei dezvoltari sustenabile. Aceste
elemente stau la baza unei politici energetice
puternice cu scopuri si obiective bine
determinate.
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Introduction

In the last two decades, major changes
have been seen in the way in which scientific
community and the decision factors have
seen the future of the energy sector. Energy
continues to be a key element to the world-
wide development. Due to the oil price vola-
tility, depletion of fossil fuel resources, glo-
bal warming and local pollution, geopolitical
tensions and growth in the energy demand,
alternative energies, renewable energies and
effective use of fossil fuels have become
much more important than at any time in
history [6]. From this point of view, rene-
wable energy sources are a hot topic due to
global warming, several numbers of natural
disasters etc. In order to optimize its use,
energy storage has become interesting.

In this regard, the use of renewable
energy sources has become an important
component of energy policy at national level
and especially at European level. The strate-
gic objective of Europe’s energy policy is
largely, in addition to reducing climate risks,
ensuring energy security. Energy security can
be achieved by creating an efficient system
based on primary energy supply, production,
transport, distribution and supply, which
guarantees the continuous supply for all con-
sumers, following conditions of accessibility,
availability and affordability of prices and
taking into account, at the same time, the
evolution of the quality of the environment.

Under these conditions, energy effi-
ciency, the development of renewable sources
and ensuring energy security have become
key elements for the European Union in the
context of sustainable development. These
elements underpin a strong energy policy with
well-defined goals and objectives.

Due to the fact that the European Union
has taken concrete action to make the energy
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Datorita faptului ca Uniunea Euro-
peana a intreprins actiuni concrete privind
eficientizarea sistemului energetic, in pre-
zent, aceasta a devenit lider mondial Tn
domeniul utilizarii surselor regenerabile de
energie. Europa este primul continent, pe
care au fost intreprinse cele mai multe
actiuni si implementate cele mai diverse
masuri, Tn scopul de a sustine dezvoltarea
pietei surselor regenerabile de energie.
Aceste actiuni sunt realizate, In primul rand,
pentru a proteja mediul inconjurdtor si pe
cetatenii europeni.

In acelasi timp, Uniunea Europeani
este lider si, in ceea ce priveste furnizarea
unor solutii echitabile pentru sprijinirea
consumatorilor casnici, deoarece, prin inter-
mediul si suportul institutiilor europene, in
special, a Comisiei Europene, se promo-
veaza intensiv respectarea principiului prio-
ritatii eficientei energetice.

Astfel, in urma aderarii sale la Acordul
de la Paris, ratificandu-1 la 5 octombrie 2016
[2], si odatd cu publicarea Strategiei Ener-
getice, Uniunea Europeand si-a asumat un
rol important in lupta contra schimbarilor
climaterice si promovarii energiei regene-
rabile. Aceste doud obiective sunt realizate
prin implementarea a celor 5 dimensiuni
principale, care au fost stabilite de Uniunea
Energetica:

— securitatea energetica, solidaritatea si
increderea;

— piata internd a energiei integrata;

— eficienta energetica;

— decarbonizarea economiei;

— cercetarea, inovarea i competitivitatea.

Aceste cinci dimensiuni sunt consi-
derate de Comisia Europeand, ca fiind
»decisive” in cadrul sistemului de reformare
a sistemului energetic european, ntrucéat ne
oferd o baza solida pentru fundamentarea
politicii energetice europene. Fiind realizate,
ele vor avea un impact pozitiv asupra climei
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system more efficient, it has now become a
world leader in the use of renewable energy
sources. Europe is the first continent on
which the most actions have been taken and
the most diverse measures have been imple-
mented, in order to support the development
of the renewable energy market. These
actions are carried out primarily to protect
the environment and European citizens.

At the same time, the European Union
is a leader in providing equitable solutions to
support household consumers, as the support
of the European institutions, and in particular
the European Commission, is intensively
promoted, respecting the principle of energy
efficiency priority.

Thus, following its accession to the
Paris Agreement, ratifying it on October 5,
2016 [2], and with the publication of the
Energy Strategy, the European Union has
assigned an important role in the fight against
climate change and the promotion of rene-
wable energy. These two objectives are
achieved by implementing the 5 main dimen-
sions that have been established by the
Energy Union:

— energy security, solidarity and trust;

— integrated internal energy market;

— energetic efficiency;

— decarbonisation of the economy;

— research, innovation and competiti-

Veness.

These five dimensions are considered
by the European Commission to be *“deci-
sive” in the reform of the European energy
system because they provide us with a solid
basis for substantiating European energy
policy. Being implemented, this will have a
positive impact on the climate, consumers,
and as a whole, on society, the business
environment, and the environment.

Date si metodologie

In prezent, putem spune ci, deja, au
fost Tnregistrate succese remarcante privind
dezvoltarea energiei regenerabile si a prote-
jarii consumatorilor energetici activi. Acest
fapt rezulta din comunicarea Comisiei Euro-
pene din 2019, care a constatat ca, in perioa-
da de tranzitie 2004-2018, ponderea energiei
regenerabile a crescut considerabil. Daca, in
anul 2004, aceasta constituia 9,6%, in 2018,
era, deja, Tnregistrat un procentaj de 18,9,
astfel Tncat ponderea energiei din surse rege-
nerabile, a fost una pozitiva. Este important
sa mentiondm ca acest fapt nu ar fi fost posi-
bil, daca nu erau sa fie respectate obiectivele
obligatorii, din punct de vedere juridic, de
catre statele membre ale Uniunii Europene,
acele obiective care au fost stipulate n
Directiva 2009/28/CE privind promovarea
utilizarii energiei din surse regenerabile.

Din studiul realizat, putem afirma ca,
anume Comisia Europeana rdmane institutia,
care continud sa promoveze, pentru viitor,
acele obiective necesare in contextul garan-
tarii sustenabilitatii energiei regenerabile.
Raportandu-se la aceasta, Comisia a stabilit
in 2014, mai multe obiective pentru a sustine
investitiile private In vederea dezvoltarii
energiei regenerabile si reducerii emisiilor
de carbon. Principalul obiectiv, propus in
acest an, a fost ca ponderea energiei din
surse regenerabile sa atingd cel putin 27%,
pana in anul 2030. Din rapoartele prezentate
de Uniunea Europeana, dar si din rapoartele
emise de catre fiecare stat membru euro-
pean, putem observa cd acest obiectiv, deja,
a fost atins, fapt ce ne bucura enorm. Succe-
sele inregistrate, privind obtinerea energiei
din surse regenerabile, i-au impulsionat
chiar si pe consumatorii casnici sd valorifice
acest tip de energie.
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Data and Methodology

At present, we can say that remarkable
successes have already been made in the
development of renewable energy and the
protection of active energy consumers. This
fact results from the communication of the
European Commission from 2019 which
found that in the transition period 2004-2018,
the share of renewable energy increased
considerably. If in 2004 it was 9.6%, in 2018
a percentage of 18,9% was already registe-
red, so that the share of energy from rene-
wable sources was a positive one. As we can
see, the share of energy from renewable
sources was a positive one. It is important to
note that this would not have been possible if
the legally binding targets were not met by
the Member States of the European Union,
those targets set out in Directive 2009/28/ EC
on the promotion of the use of energy from
renewable sources.

From the study, we can say that Euro-
pean Commission remains the institution
that continues to promote for the future,
those objectives that will be needed in the
context of ensuring the sustainability of
renewable energy. In response, the Com-
mission set several targets in 2014 to support
private investment in renewable energy
development and to reduce carbon emissions.
The main objective proposed this year was
for the share of energy from renewable
sources to reach at least 27% by 2030.
From the reports submitted by the European
Union, but also from the reports issued by
each European Member State, we can notice
that this goal has already been achieved,
which we are very happy about. The
successes obtained in obtaining energy from
renewable sources have impelled even
household consumers to capitalize on this
type of energy.
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Asadar, metodologia de cercetare se
bazeaza pe analiza principalelor documente,
privind strategia europeana de interconectare
a pietelor de energie electrica, de dezvoltare
a surselor regenerabile de energie si promo-
vare a intereselor consumatorilor viabili
sectorului energetic.

Analiza literatu-
rii de specialitate, privind guvernanta ener-
getica a Uniunii Europene, valorificarea sur-
selor alternative si a literaturii, care promo-
veazd drepturile omului, au determinat
esenta, particularitatile si trasaturile caracte-
ristice ale energiei verzi. Tn acest sens, diver-
sitatea metodelor, procedeelor si tehnicilor
utilizate oferd cercetarii efectuate un caracter
complex, deoarece, in contextul determinarii
importantei surselor regenerabile de energie
si impactul energiei obtinute asupra con-
sumatorilor, au fost utilizate metodele stiin-
tifice generale, care includ metoda logica,
metoda sistematica si cea istorica, metodele
juridice, din care fac parte metoda formal
juridica si juridico-comparativa.

Rezultate obtinute

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Therefore, the research methodology is
based on the analysis of the main documents
on the European strategy for the intercon-
nection of electricity markets, the develop-
ment of renewable energy sources and the
promotion of the interests of viable consu-
mers in the energy sector. In this context, the
national strategies and policies from different
states were analysed, which helped us to
expand the research scope of the analysed
subject. In this way, we made a much broa-
der presentation on the obligation of states to
transpose the objectives of the Energy Union
at the national level. The analysis of the spe-
cialized literature on energy governance of
the European Union, the capitalization of
alternative sources, and of the literature that
promotes human rights, determined the
essence, particularities and characteristic fea-
tures of green energy.

By this, the diversity of methods, pro-
cedures, and techniques used to give the
research a complex character because, in the
context of determining the importance of
renewable energy sources and the impact of
energy obtained on consumers, general scien-
tific methods were used, including logical,
systematic and historical, the legal methods
of which the formal legal and juridical-
comparative method are part.

Achieved results

Energy efficiency, in general, is defined
as the percentage of the total energy supplied
to a process that is consumed as useful work
and not wastefully expended as heat or other
forms of energy. This is the key principle
that is taken into consideration in various
energy management, renewable and sustai-
nable energy developments [4].

Given the above definition and the above
mentioned facts, we note that the European
Union plays a key role in energy efficiency
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niul energiei din surse regenerabile, aceasta
tinde sa le ofere consumatorilor o solutie
echitabila in ceea ce priveste consumul si
procurarea energiei electrice.

Importanta, care se acorda consuma-
torilor, provine din faptul ca acestia sunt
actori activi si centrali pe pietele energetice
ale viitorului.

Legislatorul i-a
oferit societdtii posibilitatea de a-si obtine
propria energie, de a deveni consumator al
acesteia si posibilitatea de a o furniza cétre
alti consumatori, in aceleasi conditii, ca si
furnizorul principal.

In vederea asigurarii unor conditii echi-
tabile pentru toti consumatorii de energie,
Uniunea Europeana a adoptat Pachetul
»ENergie curatd pentru toti europenii”. Acest
pachet este destinat consumatorilor vulnera-
bili si celor expusi riscului de sdrdcie ener-
geticd. Doctrina romand defineste sdracia
energeticd ca un cumul de factori, dintre
care cel mai important tine de nivelul veni-
turilor (se are in vedere raportul venituri/
cheltuieli cu energia in cadrul unei gospo-
darii), iar notiunea de consumator vulnerabil
este definita, intr-un mod integrat, ce includ
toti factorii care pot cauza vulnerabilitatea:
comportamentul comercial, designul pietei,
factorii structurali de acces la energie, situa-
tia in care se gaseste consumatorul, factorii
socio-demografici [5].

Asadar, pe langa eficienta energetica
si scopul de a ajunge primul in materie de
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because in addition to becoming a world
leader in renewable energy, it tends to offer
consumers a fair solution in terms of energy
efficiency concerns the consumption and
procurement of electricity.

The importance that is given to consu-
mers stems from the fact that they are active
and central players on the energy markets of
the future. In these conditions, consumers
across the EU will in the future have a better
choice of supply, access to reliable energy
price comparison tools and the possibility to
produce and sell their own electricity.

Thus, as the legal regulatory framework
is ensured and decision-making transparency
is guaranteed, civil society is allowed to
become more and more involved in capitali-
zing on the energy sector. The legislator
offered the company the possibility to obtain
its energy, the possibility to become its
consumer and the possibility to supply it to
other consumers, under the same conditions
as the main supplier.

In order to ensure fair conditions for all
energy consumers, the European Union has
adopted the Clean Energy for All Europeans
Package. This package is intended for vulne-
rable consumers and those at risk of energy
poverty. The Romanian doctrine defines ener-
gy poverty as a combination of factors, the
most important of which is the level of in-
come (here we consider the ratio of income/
expenditure on energy in a household). And
the notion of vulnerable consumer is defined
in an integrated way that includes all the
factors that can cause vulnerability: commer-
cial behaviour, market design, structural fac-
tors of access to energy, the situation of the
consumer, socio-demographic factors [5].

Therefore, in addition to energy effi-
ciency and the goal of being first in green
energy, this package also promotes a set of
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energie verde, in acest pachet, se promo-
veazd si un set de masuri, care 1i privesc
direct pe consumatorii finali. Tn temeiul
acestui instrument juridic, consumatorilor le
este acordata posibilitatea, ca, in perioada de
tranzitie, sd poata beneficia de o energie
curatd, mult mai sigurd si mai competitiva.
Astfel, in cadrul procesului de accelerare,
transformare si consolidare a tranzitiei eco-
nomiei Uniunii Europene catre o energie
curatd, societatea civila este beneficiara, in
contextul in care sunt create noi locuri de
muncd, dat fiind faptul cd se dezvolta noi
sectoare economice, de exemplu, cel al sur-
selor alternative de energie.

Amploarea si importanta masurilor
puse in aplicare au fost, de asemenea, recu-
noscute si promovate de Comisarul Euro-
pean pentru Politici Climatice si Energie,
Miguel Arias Cafiete, care, la inceputul
implementarii lor, a declarat: ,,Propunerile
noastre ofera o atractie puternica a pietei
pentru noile tehnologii, stabilesc conditii
potrivite pentru investitori, protectia consu-
matorilor, fac ca pietele energetice sa
functioneze mai bine §i ne ajuta sa ne inde-
plinim obiectivele climatice. Sunt deosebit
de mandru de obiectivul obligatoriu de
30% pentru eficienta energetica, deoarece
va reduce dependenta noastra de impor-
turile de energie, va crea locuri de munca si
va reduce mai mult emisiile. Europa este
la un pas de o revolutie a energiei curate.
Cu aceste propuneri, Comisia a trasat ca-
lea catre un sistem energetic mai compe-
titiv, modern §i mai curat. Aceste masuri vor
oferi tuturor cetatenilor si intreprinderi-
lor europene mijloace de a profita la maxi-
mum de tranzitia economiei cdtre o energie
curata” [2].

Aceste prioritdti au fost initiate cu
scopul de a stabiliza piata energetica si de a
le oferi consumatorilor un cadru mai vast de
alegere, In ceea ce priveste energia, dar si
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measures that directly concern final consu-
mers. Under this legal instrument, consumers
are given the opportunity, during the tran-
sition period, to benefit from clean, much
safer and much more competitive energy.
Thus, in the process of accelerating, trans-
forming and consolidating the transition of
the European Union economy to clean
energy, civil society also benefits as new jobs
are created, given the fact that new economic
sectors such as alternative energy sources are
developing.

The magnitude and importance of the
measures implemented were also acknowled-
ged and promoted by the commissioner for
Climate Action and Energy Miguel Arias
Cariete, who, at the beginning of their imple-
mentation, said: “Our proposals provide a
strong market pull for new technologies, set
the right conditions for investors, empower
consumers, make energy markets work better
and help us meet our climate targets. I’'m
particularly proud of the binding 30% energy
efficiency target, as it will reduce our depen-
dency on energy imports, create jobs and cut
more emissions. Europe is on the brink of a
clean energy revolution. With these propo-
sals, the Commission has cleared the way to
a more competitive, modern and cleaner
energy system. These measures will equip
all European citizens and businesses with
means to make the most of the clean energy
transition[2].

These priorities were initiated to stabi-
lize the energy market and provide consu-
mers with a broader choice of energy choice,
but also to increase competitiveness and to
support, in particular, small producers who
obtain energy from renewable sources.
Renewable energy has great significance in
the security of energy supply and can be used
in the conservation of fuel, especially as raw
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pentru a spori competitivitatea si de a sus-
tine, in mod special, micii producatori, care
obtin energie din surse regenerabile. Energia
regenerabild are o semnificatie mare 1In
securitatea aproviziondrii cu energie si poate
fi utilizata in conservarea combustibilului,
mai ales ca materie prima in centrale termice
sau pentru transportul rutier, feroviar,
maritim si aerian.

Tinand cont de reglementdrile juridice
existente, putem spune ca Uniunea Energe-
tica reprezinta integrarea pietelor nationale,
intr-o piata unica europeand, in care sunt
eliminate restrictiile tehnice, de reglemen-
tare sau comerciale si care ar putea Ingradi
tranzactiile cu energie peste frontiere [5].
Aceastd Uniune, prin implementarea si atin-
gerea obiectivelor sale, ofera consumatorilor
limiteaza abuzul de pozitie dominantd pe
piatd a unor actori politici externi, care-si
dicteaza propriile reguli concurentiale. Acest
lucru este foarte important, deoarece juca-
torii, care detin o pozitie dominanta pe piata
energetica a Uniunii Europene, sunt din
afara acestui teritoriu si pot fi constrinsi,
prin intermediul cadrului legislativ european
sau prin politica europeand de competitie, de
la abuzurile pe care le pot comite asupra
consumatorilor.

In aceste conditii, legislatorul euro-
pean a incercat si putem spune cd, in cea mai
mare parte, i-a reusit, sa plaseze consuma-
torul in centrul Uniunii Energetice, prin
faptul ca ii ofera, din ce in ce mai multe
informatii cu privire la consumul de energie
si costurile acestora. De asemenea, In con-
textul masurilor realizate, consumatorii au
devenit mult mai viabili, In ceea ce priveste
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materials in thermal power plants or for the
road, rail, maritime and air transport. From
this point of view, the interest in energy
storage is currently increasing, especially to
integrate the renewable energy sources to
the grid and to satisfy consumers’ demands
directly [1].

Considering the existing legal regula-
tions, we can say that the Energy Union
represents the integration of national markets
in a single European market in which tech-
nical, regulatory or commercial restrictions
that could restrict energy transactions across
borders are eliminated [5]. This Union, by
implementing and achieving its objectives,
offers consumers alternative supply oppor-
tunities and limits the abuse of a dominant
market position by foreign policy actors who
dictate their own competition rules. This is
very important because players who hold a
dominant position in the European Union's
energy market are outside this territory, and
cannot be constrained by the European legis-
lative framework or European competition
policy from the abuses they may commit on
consumers.

Under these conditions, the European
legislator has tried, and we can say that for
the most part, has managed to place the con-
sumer at the centre of the energy union,
by providing him with more and more
information about energy consumption and
their costs. Also, in the context of the
measures taken, consumers have become
much more viable in terms of how they
consume energy. In regards to this situation,
smart meters have been introduced; bills
have been simplified, reporting a much more
accurate clarity on consumption. At the same
time, energy migration commissions have
been eliminated and new tools have been
brought to consumers, containing reliable
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modalitatea de consum a energiei. Refe-
rindu-ne la aceasta situatie, putem constata
ca au fost introduse contoarele inteligente,
facturile au fost simplificate, relatand o
claritate mult mai exactd cu privire la
consum. Totodata, au fost ecliminate comi-
sioanele de migrare a energiei si au fost
aduse consumatorilor noi instrumente, care
contin informatii fiabile cu privire la ofertele
inaintate de producitorii de energie. In acest
mod, consumatorii europeni pot sd compare
ofertele de furnizare a energiei propuse.

In ceea ce priveste cerintele si condi-
tille impuse pe piata energetica, si In mod
special, pe piata surselor regenerabile de
energie, legislatorul european, in contextul
masurilor Intreprinse, a urmarit, inclusiv, sca-
derea preturilor pentru consumatorii finali.

Realizate cu pasi mici si bine determi-
nati, aceste actiuni au permis trecerea trep-
tatd de la productia traditionald centralizata
de energie la una inteligenta. Aceastd tran-
zitie, pe langa faptul ca protejeaza mediul
inconjurator, vine sa dezvolte economia §i sa
sustind consumatorii care doresc sd-si gene-
reze propria energie, sd o stocheze, sd o
partajeze, sd o consume sau sa o revanda pe
piata — direct sau prin intermediul unor
cooperative de energie. Introducerea pe piata
a noilor tehnologii a permis consumatorilor
sa isi gestioneze, in mod activ, consumul de
energie, imbunatatind confortul lor. Asadar,
prin aceste actiuni, consumatorii finali acced
la sistemul energetic, prin simplul fapt ca
pot reactiona la semnalele de pret.

Noua abordare, pe care a oferit-o ca-
drul legislativ european, privind eficienta
energetica a statelor membre, le-a determi-
nat pe acestea sd reduca costurile la energie
pentru consumatori. Reducerea preturilor a
accede la investitiile, care sunt acordate de
Uniunea Europeand in domeniul eficientei
energetice, si anume la acele care au la baza
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information on the offers made by energy
producers. In this way, the European con-
sumers can compare the energy supply
proposed for purchase.

Concerning the requirements and con-
ditions imposed on the energy market, and in
particular on the renewable energy market,
the European legislator, in the context of the
measures taken, also aimed at lowering pri-
ces for final consumers.

Carried out with small and well-defined
steps, these actions allowed the gradual tran-
sition from traditional centralized energy
production to an intelligent one. This tran-
sition, in addition to protecting the envi-
ronment, developing the economy, it comes
to support consumers to generate their
energy, store it, share it, consume it or resell
it on the market — directly or in the form of
energy cooperatives. The introduction of
new technologies on the market, have allo-
wed consumers to actively manage their
energy consumption, improving their com-
fort. Therefore, through these actions the
final consumers access the energy system by
the simple fact that they can react to the
price signals.

The new approach offered by the Euro-
pean legislative framework on energy effi-
ciency to Member States has led them to
reduce energy costs for consumers. The
reduction in prices was due to their ability to
access the investments that are granted
by the European Union in the field of energy
efficiency, namely those that are based
on the use of renewable energy sources.
However, states must meet certain conditions
that are clearly defined by the Energy Union,
namely to support households that are
most affected by energy poverty, primarily
social housing.

tori. De asemenea, indicatorii se stabilesc in
dependentd de restantele la facturile electrice
si imposibilitatea de a incalzi casa la un
nivel adecvat [7].

In aceste conditii, Uniunea Europeani
a urmarit integrarea deplind a consumato-
rilor industriali, comerciali si rezidentiali 1n
sistemul energetic, cu scopul de a evita
unele costuri semnificative aferente produc-
tiei ,,de rezerva”, costuri pe care, in lipsa
integrarii, consumatorii ar trebui, in cele din
urma, sa le plateasca. Acest fapt permite
chiar consumatorilor sd beneficieze de fluc-
tuatiille de pret si sd castige bani prin
participarea la piatd. Prin urmare, activarea
participdrii consumatorilor este o conditie
prealabild pentru o gestionare reusita si
rentabild a tranzitiei energetice.

Cu toate acestea, Tn majoritatea sta-
telor membre, consumatorii beneficiaza,
putin sau chiar deloc, de stimulente pentru a-
si schimba consumul in urma modificarii
preturilor de pe piete, deoarece semnalele de
pret, in timp real, nu sunt transmise pana la
consumatorii finali. Pentru a proteja consu-
matorii In aceasta situatie, a fost adoptata la
5 iunie 2019, Directiva (UE) 2019/944
privind normele comune pentru piata interna
de energie electrica.

Tn temeiul directivei, consumatorilor le
este oferitd oportunitatea de a participa la
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According to the European Commis-
sion, energy poverty indicators can be set de-
pending on the number of households unable
to purchase energy, the relatively low pur-
chasing power, and the affordability of ener-
gy prices by consumers. Also, the indicators
are established depending on the arrears on
electricity bills and the impossibility of
heating the house to an adequate level [7].

In these circumstances, the European
Union has sought the full integration of
industrial, commercial and residential consu-
mers into the energy system, to avoid some
significant costs of “reserve” production,
costs which, in the absence of integration,
consumers would have to he was going to
pay them. This even allows consumers to
benefit from price fluctuations and make
money by participating in the market. There-
fore, activating consumer participation is a
prerequisite for successful and cost-effective
management of the energy transition.

However, in most Member States, con-
sumers receive little or no incentive to
change their consumption as a result of chan-
ging market prices, as real-time price signals
are not transmitted to final consumers. To
protect consumers in this situation, Directive
(EU) 2019/944 on common rules for the
internal market in electricity was adopted on
5 June 2019.

Under the directive, consumers are
allowed to participate in market organization,
making it much more transparent and flexible
by integrating electricity from renewable
sources. To enable consumers to benefit finan-
cially from these new opportunities, they need
to have access to smart systems tailored to the
purpose, as well as to electricity supply con-
tracts with dynamic prices linked to the spot
market. Thus, by art. 10 of Directive (EU)
2019/944, Member States shall ensure that
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organizarea pietei, facand-0 mult mai trans-
parentd si flexibila prin integrarea energiei
electrice din surse regenerabile. Pentru a
permite consumatorilor sa beneficieze finan-
ciar de pe urma acestor noi oportunitati, ei
trebuie sd aibd acces la sisteme inteligente
adaptate scopului, precum si la contracte de
furnizare a energiei electrice cu preturi dina-
mice ce tin de piata energiei verzi. Astfel, in
conformitate cu art. 10 din Directiva (UE)
2019/944, statele membre asigura faptul ca
toti clientii finali au dreptul de a-si procura
energie electricd de la un furnizor, indiferent
de statul membru Tn care este inregistrat
furnizorul, cu conditia ca acesta din urma sa
fie de acord si sd respecte normele aplicabile
de comercializare si de echilibrare.

Fara a aduce atingere normelor Uniu-
nii privind protectia consumatorilor, in spe-
cial Directivei 2011/83/UE a Parlamentului
European si a Consiliului si Directivei
93/13/CEE a Consiliului, statele membre
garanteazd clientilor finali dreptul de a
incheia cu acestia, un contract; dreptul de a
fi notificat despre intentia de a modifica
clauzele contractuale; dreptul de a rezilia
contractul; dreptul de a primi informatii cu
privire la preturile si tarifele practicate de
furnizorul de energie. La rndul lor, clientii
finali sunt obligati sd3 pund la dispozitia
consumatorilor finali o gama larga de moda-
litati de plata, sa le ofere conditii generale
echitabile si transparente, care sunt pre-
zentate intr-un limbaj simplu si lipsit de
ambiguitati, si care nu includ bariere necon-
tractuale Tn calea exercitarii drepturilor lor,
de exemplu, documentatia contractualad
excesivd s.a. Prin acest mod, consumatorii
finali sunt protejati impotriva metodelor de
vanzare incorecte sau inselatoare. Prezentul
instrument juridic reglementeaza, inclusiv,
dreptul consumatorului final de a beneficia
de servicii energetice de calitate si de a
depune plangeri Tmpotriva furnizorului, n

all final customers have the right to purchase
electricity from a supplier, regardless of the
Member State in which the supplier is
registered, provided that the latter is agree
and comply with the applicable marketing
and balancing rules.

Without prejudice to Union rules on
consumer protection, in particular Directive
2011/83/EU of the European Parliament
and the Council and Council Directive
93/13/EEC, Member States shall guarantee to
final customers the right to conclude a
contract with final customers, the right to be
notified of the intention to amend the con-
tractual terms, the right to terminate the
contract, the right to receive information on
prices and tariffs charged by the energy
supplier. In turn, the latter are obliged to
provide end-users with a wide range of
payment methods, to provide them with fair
and transparent general conditions, which are
presented in plain and unambiguous language
and which do not include non-contractual
barriers in the way of exercising their rights,
such as excessive contractual documentation,
etc. In this way, final consumers are pro-
tected against incorrect or misleading sales
methods. This legal instrument also regulates
the right of the final consumer to benefit
from quality energy services and to lodge
complaints against the supplier if he has not
informed them, for example: in advance of
the date of disconnection.

The adoption of the Directive on com-
mon rules for the internal market in elec-
tricity was made possible in the process of
finalizing the “Clean Energy for All Euro-
pean Citizens” package in 2019. Thus, revie-
wing its energy policy framework, the
European Union, at its last meeting on The
Energy Union has adopted the last 4 outstan-
ding files. One of these cases was the

Adoptarea Directivei, privind normele
comune pentru piata internd de energie
electrica, a fost posibild in cadrul procesului
de finalizare a pachetului ,,Energie curata
pentru toti cetdtenii europeni” in 2019.
Astfel, revizuind cadrul sau de politica ener-
geticd, Uniunea FEuropeand, in timpul
ultimei sale reuniuni, a adoptat ultimele 4
dosare restante. Unul dintre aceste dosare
constituia directiva propriu-zisa. Concomi-
tent cu aceasta, au fost adoptate si alte legi,
care contribuie la asigurarea aprovizionarii
cu energie electrica, precum si la asigurarea

Asadar, cadrul legislativ a fost com-
pletat cu un regulament si o directiva,
instrumente juridice, care asigurd conditiile
de interconectare dintre producatorii de
energie si consumatori, o flexibilitate mai
sporitd In acest sens, si orienteazd consuma-
torii spre o piata energeticd bazatad pe sursa
regenerabild de energie. Totodata, a fost
adoptat Regulamentul privind pregatirea
pentru riscuri Tn sectorul energiei electrice,
care asigurd aprovizionarea cu energie elec-
tricd a consumatorilor in situatie de criza [3].

Pe aceasta cale, se constata ca au fost
respectate conditiile prealabile de reglemen-
tare pentru a asigura tranzitia catre o energie
curatd si echitabila. Obiectivele atinse
denotd faptul cad Uniunea Europeand si-a
respectat, indeosebi, angajamentele asumate
in cadrul Acordului de la Paris, ceea ce
presupune finalizarea prioritatilor stabilite
de Uniunea Energetica si, respectiv, a celor
care au fost stabilite, Tn materie de energie,
de catre Comisia Europeana.

Concluzii

Este Imbucurator faptul ca, in contex-
tul dezvoltarii economiei durabile, consuma-
torul este pozitionat ca avand un rol activ.

At the same time, other laws
have been adopted that contribute to ensuring
the supply of electricity, as well as ensuring
the consumer's accessibility to energy.

Therefore, the legislative framework
has been complemented by one regulation
and one directive, legal instruments that
ensure the conditions for interconnection
between energy producers and consumers,
greater flexibility in this regard, and orient
consumers towards an energy market based
on renewable energy sources. At the same
time, the Regulation on risk preparedness in
the electricity sector was adopted in the aim
to ensure the supply of electricity to con-
sumers in crisis [3].

In this way, it is found that the pre-
conditions for regulation have been met to
ensure the transition to clean and fair energy.
The objectives achieved show that the Euro-
pean Union has, in particular, complied with
its commitments under the Paris Agreement,
which means finalizing the priorities set by
the Energy Union and those set by the
European Commission in the field of energy,
respectively.

Conclusions

It is gratifying that in the context of the
development of the sustainable economy, the
consumer is positioned as having an active
role. However, despite the facilities brought
to them with the implementation of energy
strategies, consumers remain limited in their
possibilities because, unfortunately, it is not
yet clear what the ceilings for energy tariffs
are wholesale and retail. Under these condi-
tions, some household consumers are at risk
of paying a higher price or, in general, may
not be able to access an energy source due to
a lack of financial resources. We can say that
precisely for this reason, but also from those
that have been exposed previously, the

Avand in vedere cresterea nivelului de
saracie energeticd, precum si lipsa de
claritate, in ceea ce priveste mijloacele cele
mai adecvate pentru a solutiona starea de
vulnerabilitate a consumatorilor si masurile
necesare pentru eliminarea sardciei energe-
tice, noua propunere de a reorganiza si efi-
cientiza piata energeticad este indispensabila.
Propunerea vine in contextul in care statele
vor fi responsabile sd masoare, in mod
corespunzator, si sd monitorizeze periodic
sardcia energeticdA pe baza unor principii
bine definite la nivel european.

Aceste principii, care stau in centrul
unei politici ambitioase, privind schimbarile
climaterice si valorificarea surselor alterna-
tive de energie, au ca scop ghidarea consu-
matorilor — cetateni ai Uniunii Europene, de
a accede la o energie mult mai sigurd, dura-
bild, competitiva si accesibild ca pret. Insa,
cu parere de rau, acest obiectiv este foarte
greu de realizat, deoarece sistemul energetic
trebuie supus unor transformari radicale,
lucru ce este foarte greu de realizat.

Astfel, avand Tn vedere contextul ener-
getic actual, supus fluctuatiilor majore date
de: wvariabilitatea preturilor mondiale in
energie; aparitia unor tehnologii de nisa,
care sa facd accesibile resursele considerate
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European Union has continued to streamline
the energy system by developing renewable
energy sources.

Given the increasing level of energy
poverty, as well as the lack of clarity as to
which means are most appropriate to address
the vulnerability of consumers and which are
needed to eradicate energy poverty, the new
proposal to reorganize and streamline the
energy market, is very indispensable. The
proposal comes in the context of states being
responsible for properly measuring and
regularly monitoring energy poverty on the
basis of well-defined principles at the
European level.

These principles, which are at the heart
of an ambitious policy on climate change and
the exploitation of alternative energy sources,
aim to guide consumers — citizens of the
European Union, to access more secure,
sustainable, competitive, and affordable ener-
gy. However, unfortunately, this goal is very
difficult to achieve because the energy sys-
tem must undergo radical transformations,
which is very difficult to achieve.

Thus, in view of the current energy
context, which is subject to major fluctua-
tions due to the variability of world energy
prices, the emergence of niche technologies
that make accessible resources once consi-
dered economically unviable, the decision of
some political actors to establish a monopoly
on the energy market, states need to recog-
nize their potential energy vulnerabilities and
respond promptly, thus protecting their
energy security and the safety of their own
citizens. If these states want a common
energy union, in which the same principles
and objectives for green energy are harnes-
sed, they must speak out on intermittent
issues, in one voice worldwide. In this way, it
will be possible to solve the viable problems
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candva neviabile economic; decizia unor
actori politici de a institui un monopol pe
piata energeticd; este necesar ca statele sa-si
recunoascd potentialele vulnerabilitati ener-
getice si sd reactioneze prompt, protejandu-
si, In acest mod, securitatea energetica si
siguranta propriilor sii cetiteni.
