While the EU is a relatively
wealthy and politically stable region in the world
with an aging and gradually declining population,
neighbouring countries located to the south and
south-east of Europe, much poorer and remain
politically unstable, but are home to a young and
growing population.

However, the results of research in the
field of trade and migration suggest that the libe-
ralization of trade policy and the policy of esta-
blishing control over migration are not substitutes
for, at least in the short term. On the contrary,
there is strong evidence that they complement
each other, especially when trade liberalization
occurs between the rich and the very poor count-
ries [4]. At least in the initial stage may be a rise
in migration or significant reduction will occur as
happened following the adoption of the North
American Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA) [8]. In
addition, there is strong evidence that, in general,
improve the welfare of the population as a result
of the liberalization of movement of labour is
much greater than any consequences of full trade
liberalization.

“Brain drain’, “brain gain” or “waste of
minds”’. According to the Organization for Econo-
mic Cooperation and Development (OECD), 20-
30 per cent of all physicians in the United States,
Canada and the UK have received advanced
degrees abroad — mostly in developing countries.
It is estimated that these countries “deliver” more
than 50 per cent of all migrant doctors, in return
for a little more than 10 per cent due to return
migration of former doctor students, who studied
in Europe and North America [10]. The analysis
conducted by the World Bank, also shows that by
2000 about 60 per cent of the adult population in
the United States, studied at a college or uni-
versity in their home country [7].

education. Given that, in the end, many of them
emigrate, it might encourage the formation of
human capital [9].

Until now, the question remains as whether
international migration is — and if so, under what
conditions — “brain drain”, damaging to the socio-
economic development of country-specific emi-
gration. Or, migration contributes to the circu-
lation of professionals, helping improve their
skills and return to the country of study at a time
when high unemployment in the home country
leads to very inefficient use of them and, ulti-
mately, to the “squandering of minds.” Whatever
are the actual results, some countries of emigra-
tion and non-governmental organizations have
accused receiving countries that they “skim the
cream”, thereby causing serious damage to certain
sectors of their economies, such as health care.

At the same time it can be argued that the
emigration of skilled professionals, ultimately,
leads to an increase in remittances, which more
than offset the net loss. The results of recent
studies carried out in India, show that in 2001 the
financial losses due to emigration are about 0,6
per cent of India's GDP, and the total value of
remittances reached 2,1 per cent of GDP [3].
According to authors research and OSDE data, in
2015 around 18-20% of physicians working in the
OSDE countries were foreigners. India is the
world's largest donor of qualified medical per-
sonnel. In 2015, in USA, 50.000 doctors and
15.000 doctors-students were from India.

Money transfers. Money transfers are a
key theme related to international migration, and
the World Bank is actively involved in research in
order to reliably determine the scope and direction
of cash flows, and to establish what impact re-
ceipts have on for economic development. Eva-
luation of documented cash flows shows that they
have increased considerably in the 1990s. (Figure
1), and the total volume of remittances signi-
ficantly exceeded the combined total amount of
official development assistance coming from
public and private sources.

Demographic aging and shortage of qua-
lified personnel

In all Western European countries, as in all
the new EU member states, the birth rate remains
at a level that ensures simple reproduction, while
as life expectancy continues to grow. Both trends
contribute to aging of European society.

Low rate of birth sooner or later leads to a
decrease in the number of native children of the
country in education institutions, to reduce the
number of young native people, entering the labor
market with the newly acquired knowledge to the
workforce aging and, ultimately, to reduce the
size of the native population. In these circum-
stances, the hiring of skilled migrants can be
considered as one of the possible solutions to the
problem of skill shortages and labour. At the same
time, Europe will have to compete with traditio-
nal and, apparently, the new host countries (e.g.,
Japan and the Gulf states) for qualified and motiv-
ated potential migrants. Thus, Europe should
adjust their migration regime in view of such
competition.

The role of foreign labour in modern
Europe

Some industries and sectors of the Euro-
pean economy are already in significant depen-
dence on foreign labour, such as health, agricul-
ture, tourism and, to a certain extent, the construc-
tion sector. Seasonal workers play an important
role in many of these sectors. In many parts of
Europe it has now become a common legal and
illegal employment of migrants in the household
(housework, childcare, gardening, small-scale
construction and repair work).

Recentele atacuri
teroriste din Europa si SUA au contribuit la cres-
terea gradului de constientizare in legdturd cu
asigurarea securitatii personale a cetatenilor. Cu o
asemenea situatie se confruntd majoritatea tarilor
exportatoare de fortd de muncd, deoarece, in
statele emitente, emigrarea este consideratd ca o
oportunitate pentru segmentul mobil al societatii,
ca un mijloc de usurare a situatiei de pe piata
internd a muncii, ca sursa principald a cresterii
venitului national si personal datoritd remitente-
lor migrantilor din strainatate, care s-au stabilit
CU succes. Aceasta situatie a lipsit tarile exporta-
toare de munca de orice stimulente, care le-ar
asigura controale eficiente la frontierd; respecta-
rea reglementdrilor vamale; ordinea strictd de
plecare si de tranzit, precum si de repatriere a
cetdtenilor din striinitate. In acelasi timp, tarile
membre ale UE cheltuiesc mai mult pentru
mentinerea controlului la frontierele externe ale
spatiului UE / Schengen, procesarea cererilor de
azil si repatrierea resortisantilor tarilor terte, care
nu au un permis de sedere.

Eforturile statelor membre ale UE cu
privire la inasprirea controlului vamal a dus la o
crestere a ,,costurilor de intrare” pentru imigrantii
ilegali si persoanele strdine care au nevoie de azil
politic. Pe parcursul ultimului deceniu, ca urmare
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In 2015, there were 1,65 million new asy-
lum seekers registered in OECD, at a high record.
Nearly 1.3 million of them came in OECD Euro-
pean countries. Syrian caused 25% of applica-
tions, Afghans made 16%. Germany recorded 440
000 asylum applications in 2015 and more formal
than one million pre-registrations. Sweden
received the most requests in proportion to its
population (1,6%).

The political focus of immigration res-
trictions. Today, in many European countries
focus is made on policy of restricting or even
preventing immigration, which is a result of the
population concern that the social and fiscal costs
(and, consequently, the political costs) of immi-
gration may outweigh total immigration benefits
from it. The recent terrorist attacks in Europe and
the United States helped to increase awareness in
connection with the provision of personal security
of citizens. A similar situation is faced by the
majority of the labour-exporting countries, where
emigration is considered as an opportunity for the
mobile segment of society, as means of easing the
situation on the domestic labour market, as the
main source of the increase of national and
personal income due to remittances from abroad
have successfully settled migrants. This situation
is largely deprived of labour-exporting countries
of any incentive to ensure that establish effective
border controls, to insist on the introduction of
strict order of departure and transit and to
repatriate their citizens from abroad. At the same
time EU member countries spend more on
maintenance of the control at the external borders
of the EU / Schengen area, the processing of
applications for asylum and repatriation of third-
country nationals who do not have a permitted
residence.

The efforts of the EU member states aimed
at tightening control, but with the means of its -
the reduction of entry into their territory, has led
to an increase the “cost of entry” for illegal
immigrants and persons in need of political
asylum. During the last decade as a result of such
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a unor astfel de politici de contrabanda umana si
traficul de persoane au crescut Tn mod dramatic.
Intrarea ilegala in spatiul Schengen, a devenit o
practica frecventa in regiuni, cum ar fi Insulele
Canare, Stramtoarea Gibraltar, Sicilia, Stramtoa-
rea Otranto, Tracia de Vest etc. Acest lucru con-
duce, de asemenea, la faptul ca, in fiecare an, sute
de imigranti ilegali mor ca urmare a unor
tentative riscante de a intra in UE.

Impactul migratiei asupra relatiilor exter-
ne. Comisia Europeand recunoaste beneficiile
potentiale ale imigratiei, dar, cu toate acestea,
statele recipiente sunt ingrijorate de impactul
continuu si chiar cresterea afluxului de migranti
n statele membre ale Uniunii Europene, inclusiv
efectele negative ale procesului mentionat asupra
tarilor in curs de dezvoltare. In acest sens, Con-
siliul European considera ca este necesar ca
politicile in domeniul relatiilor externe sa se ela-
boreze tinandu-se seama de cauzele profunde ale
migratiei internationale (in vederea scéderii pre-
siunii de migratie), ceea ce va spori, In mod sem-
nificativ, capacitatea UE si a tarilor invecinate de
a gestiona eficient fenomenul migratiei [11].
Avand in vedere cele mentionate mai sus, UE
incearcd sa includd problema reglementarii pro-
ceselor migrationale si de readmitere ca fiind
elemente componente ale noilor acorduri privind
comertul si cooperarea. Primele acorduri, care
contin dispozitii referitoare la migratie au fost
incheiate cu Hong Kong SAR (China), Macao
(SAR China), Sri Lanka si Albania.

Extinderea UE. Tn expansiunea pe termen
scurt, incepand cu luna mai 2004, UE pare sa
implice o anumitd crestere a migratiei din noile
spre vechile state membre ale UE / SEE. Tn gene-
ral, acest lucru se datoreaza unei serii de modifi-
cari si restrictii: cetatenii noilor state membre ale
UE (cu exceptia Ciprului si Maltei) nu benefi-
ciaza de acces direct la pietele fortei de munca
din Europa de Vest, dar au dreptul de a emigra in
scopuri educationale, pentru reuniunea familiei
sau infiintarea unei afaceri. in plus, unele state
membre mai vechi ale UE urmeazd si duca o
politicd mai liberald in domeniul restrictiilor
privind intrarea (Din anii 2004-2006, cetatenii

a policy cases of smuggling and trafficking of
people has increased dramatically. Illegal entry
into the Schengen area has become a common
practice in such areas as the Canary Islands, the
Strait of Gibraltar, Sicily, the Strait of Otranto,
Western Thrace, etc. This also leads to the fact
that each year hundreds of illegal immigrants die
as a result of risky attempts to enter the EU.

Impact of migration on external relations.
The European Commission recognizes the poten-
tial benefits of immigration, but, nevertheless,
concerned about the impact of the continuing or
even increasing influx of migrants into the EU
Member States, including its implications for
developing countries. In this regard, the European
Commission sees a need to formulate their poli-
cies in the field of external relations, taking into
account the root causes of international migration
(in order to decrease migratory pressure), which
will significantly increase the capacity of the EU
and neighbouring countries in the field of
migration management [11]. In light of the above,
the EU is trying to include the issue of migration
and readmission agreements as one of the items in
the new agreements on trade and cooperation. The
first such agreement containing provisions rela-
ting to migration have been concluded with Hong
Kong (SAR of China), Macao (SAR of China), Sri
Lanka and Albania.

EU Expansion. In the short-term expansion
of the EU in May 2004 seems to entail a certain
increase legal migration from new to old EU /
EEA member states. This is mainly due to a
number of changes and restrictions: citizens of the
new EU member states (except Cyprus and Malta)
do not receive direct access to the labour markets
of Western Europe, but have the right to immi-
grate for educational purposes, for a family
reunion or setting up a business . Moreover, some
older EU member states take a more liberal policy
in the field of restriction on the entry, other than
(from 2004 to 2006, citizens of the new EU
Member States have access to the labour markets
of Denmark, Ireland, the Netherlands, Sweden
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noilor state membre ale UE au acces la pietele
fortei de muncad din Danemarca, Irlanda, Térile
de Jos, Suedia, Regatul Unit al Marii Britanii si
Irlandei de Nord). In acelasi timp, ca urmare a
extinderii UE, aproximativ 750.000 de cetateni ai
noilor state membre ale UE, care isi au resedinta,
in mod legal, in tara de origine, au dreptul la
reintregirea familiei cu membrii dependenti ai
familiei (sot / sotie, copii minori), fard restrictii
majore. In viitorul apropiat, migratia legald a
fortei de munca din noile state membre ale UE, in
vechile state membre ale UE, nu va juca un rol
important, deoarece multe dintre vechile state
membre au introdus directive temporare, care
restrictioneazd accesul potentialilor migranti pe
pietele lor de munca in urmatorii 2-7 ani.

In conformitate cu regimul interimar, ceti-
tenii UE, din Europa Centrala si de Est, au drep-
tul de a locui in Europa de Vest, cu toate acestea,
limitarea accesului acestora la pietele nationale
ale muncii pot fi vazute ca o invitatie de a parti-
cipa la activitatea economica ilegald temporara.
In plus, restrictiile impuse in aceasta perioada de
trecere, in cele din urma, va conduce la o crestere
a migratiei grupurilor de oameni mobili, care
cautd conditii mai bune de trai si pleacd din
Europa Centrala spre alte tari strdine ale imi-
gratiei traditionale, si care pot fi considerate ca o
potentiala pierdere pentru Europa.

Datele obtinute in urma unui studiu realizat
recent de catre ,,Eurobarometru” [6] si o serie de
alte studii, [2; 5], ne demonstreaza ca doar un
procent din populatia noilor tari membre ale UE
si-a exprimat intentia fermé de a migra intr-o alta
tard. In plus, experienta aderdrii tarilor medite-
raneene, in anii 1980, ne confirma faptul ca
emigrarea mai degraba s-a redus, decét a crescut
dupa aderarea la UE, cu un PIB mai mic decat
nivelul mediu si un sold migrator negativ, dupa
cum se poate observa din exemplul Greciei,
Irlandei, Portugaliei si Spaniei. [11].

Northern Ireland). At the same time as a result of
EU enlargement, about 750.000 citizens of the
new EU member states, legally residing in the old
country, are entitled to reunification with the
dependent members of the family (husband / wife,
minor children) without any major restrictions. In
the near future the legal migration of labour from
the new EU member states in the old EU member
states will not play an important role because
many of the old member states have introduced a
temporary mode that restricts access of potential
migrants in their labour markets in the next
2-7 years.

In accordance with the interim actual re-
gime, EU citizens from Eastern and Central
Europe have the right to reside in Western Euro-
pe, however, limit their access to the national
labour markets can be viewed as an invitation to
participate in the temporary illegal economic
activity. In addition, the restrictions imposed on
the transition period, ultimately, lead to an
increase in the migration of mobile and looking
for the best conditions of the populations of
Central Europe in the foreign countries of tradi-
tional immigration, which can be considered as a
potential loss for Europe.

Obtained data as a result of a recent study
“Euro barometer” [6] and a number of other
studies, [2; 5] show that only one per cent of the
population of the new EU member countries
expressed a firm intention to migrate to another
country. In addition, the experience of joining the
Mediterranean countries in the 1980s shows that
emigration is likely to cut rather than increased
after the accession to the EU with GDP lower than
the average level and a negative migration balance,
as can be seen from the example of Greece,
Ireland, Portugal and Spain. [11].

Finally, research in the field of mobility
within the EU suggests that, even if the 8 per cent
of the population of the EU announced its inten-
tion to migrate over the next five years, in fact,
only 4 per cent actually taken this step for the last
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pas in urmatorii 10 ani. Acest lucru ne convinge
ca prevalenta intentiilor, iIn ceea ce priveste
mobilitatea spatiald, este mult mai mare decét
numarul real al populatiilor mobile.

Concluzii

Pe termen mediu si lung, noii membri UE,
care au aderat in 2004 si 2007, nu au potentialul
demografic necesar pentru emigrarea majora in
Europa de Vest, pentru ca cele mai multe dintre
aceste tari se confruntd cu Tmbatranirea rapida a
populatiei, prin urmare, reducerea populatiei.
Cresterea economicd, dupd aderarea la UE si
impactul finantarii regionale a UE va contribui
nu numai la reducerea presiunilor de emigratie,
dar, mai devreme sau mai tarziu, se va trans-
forma, in Europa Centrala, intr-un domeniu al
imigratiei. Un numdr de tari din regiune au deja
un sold pozitiv de migratie.

10 years. This suggests that the prevalence of
intentions regarding spatial mobility is much
higher than the actual number of mobile popu-
lations. [6].

Conclusions

In the medium and long term, the new EU
members that joined in 2004 and 2007 does not
have the demographic potential for large
emigration to Western Europe, because most of
them face the challenge of a rapidly aging and,
therefore, the population contraction. Economic
growth after joining the EU and the impact of EU
regional funding will not only help to reduce
emigration pressures, but sooner or later will turn
to Central Europe in the area of immigration. A
number of countries in the region already have a
positive migration balance.
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
