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Asistenta financiard externd, rambursabila si
nerambursabild, ca componentd a Asistentei Oficiale
pentru Dezvoltare (AOD), reprezinta un element im-
portant in dezvoltarea economicd a tarii recipiente.
Efectele pozitive sau negative ale asistentei se rega-
sesc in indicatorii de dezvoltare, iar rezultatele sunt
influentate de o multitudine de factori externi (crize,
context politic etc.). Desi parerile sunt impartite, la
etapa actuald nu exista studii empirice care sa ana-
lizeze contributia asistentei financiare la atingerea
Obiectivelor de Dezvoltare Durabila (ODD), priori-
tizate in Agenda pentru Dezvoltare Durabila 2030.
Astfel, scopul cercetarii este de a identifica rolul
Asistentei externe receptionate in realizarea ODD, in
Republica Moldova. Metodologia aplicata este repre-
zentatd de analiza factologica corelatd cu analiza
statistica. Cercetarea prezintd rolul indispensabil al
asistentei financiare in realizarea obiectivelor de dez-
voltare durabild, in cazul Republicii Moldova.

Introducere

Interdependenta fenomenelor sociale si econo-
mice actuale prezintd asistenta financiara nerambur-
sabila ca fiind un factor important in catalizarea dez-
voltarii economice nationale. Conceptul de asistentd
financiara nerambursabild este unul relativ recent,
definit ca resurse acordate de un stat catre un guvern
strdin, o societate civila sau in sectorul privat. Asistenta
sus-mentionata poate lua forma unei donatii sau a unui
grant si poate include capital, alimente, provizii si
servicii, ca ajutor umanitar si asistenta militara [6], iar
scopul acesteia este de a fi investita in realizarea obiec-
tivelor cu impact semnificativ si In suportul unui
numar mai mare de beneficiari [3].

Mai multi cercetdtori au examinat influenta
pozitiva a asistentei externe asupra dezvoltarii econo-
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Foreign financial aid, both repayable and non-
repayable, plays a key role in the economic deve-
lopment trajectories of recipient countries as part of
Official Development Assistance (ODA). The effects,
whether positive or negative, can be observed in various
development indicators, the outcomes being influenced
by external factors (crises, political context). Despite the
ongoing debate and scholastic divergence, a gap in
empirical investigations persists, pertaining to the
assessment of the contribution of financial assistance
to the achievement of the Sustainable Development
Goals (SDGs) outlined in the 2030 Agenda for Sus-
tainable Development. This research aims to fill that
gap by investigating the role of foreign assistance in
helping the Republic of Moldova reach its SDGs. The
applied methodology involves factorial analysis
correlated with statistical analysis. The research
underscores the indispensable role of financial assis-
tance in achieving sustainable development goals in the
case of the Republic of Moldova.

Introduction

The current interdependence of social and
economic phenomena highlights non-reimbursable
financial assistance as a catalyst for national eco-
nomic development. The concept of non-reimbur-
sable financial assistance is relatively recently, defi-
ned as the resources provided by one state to another
state, civil society, or the private sector, encom-
passing diverse forms such as donations, grants, and
allocations of capital, food, supplies, services like
humanitarian aid and military assistance [6]. The
main objective is directed towards strategic invest-
ment in initiatives with substantial impact, designed
to benefit a broader spectrum of beneficiaries [3].

A number of researchers have examined the
positive impact of foreign aid on national economic
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mice nationale, din diverse aspecte, si au prezentat-0
ca pe un factor important in formarea capitalului si in
sporirea investitiilor interne, contribuind la evolutia
economiilor, la accelerarea cresterii economice §i ca
fiind un element care contribuie la reducerea decala-
jului dintre economii, investitii si export-import, de
asemenea, este si factorul care poate duce la eradica-
rea saraciei, prin catalizarea asistentei in dezvoltarea
locurilor de munca[5]. In plus, asistenta tehnicd, ca
componentd a asistentei externe, contribuie la dezvol-
tarea cunostintelor si abilitatilor tehnice, la dezvol-
tarea si valorificarea capitalului uman, care este o
resursa esentiald in rolul constructiv al economiilor
dezvoltate. Analizele efectuate presupun si anumite
limite, intrucat vizeaza un anumit grup de tari, iar
cercetarile nu sunt bazate pe studii empirice.

Din alt punct de vedere, daca politica de ges-
tionare nu este racordata cadrului fiscal, iar planul
investitional nu este elaborat de guvern asa incat sa
corespunda necesitatilor vitale ale tarii, atunci asis-
tenta nu poate solutiona problemele inregistrate. Un
alt aspect important al asistentei financiare rambursa-
bile, este cd aceasta poate genera consecinte asupra
dezvoltarii economice pe termen lung. Pentru tarile
slab dezvoltate receptionarea asistentei externe este
un cerc vicios, ce dezvoltd o dependenta dintre resur-
sele financiare externe si cresterea economica, lega-
tura pierzandu-si din intensitate pe termen lung [9].

Mai mult, conform unui studiu realizat de
Martin si Walker, cea mai mare parte a finantarii
(77%) pentru atingerea obiectivelor de dezvoltare
durabila (ODD) se bazeaza pe resursele interne ale
tarii, dar apare necesitatea de a atrage si surse externe
[8]. Tarile in curs de dezvoltare nu dispun de statistici
privind evaluarea performantei atingerii ODD in
corelare cu sursele de finantare. Aceste statistici ar
prezenta un instrument politic valoros pentru analiza
factorilor care determina schimbari si rezultate.

Desi exista mai multe studii cu privire la rolul
si importanta asistentei externe in dezvoltarea econo-
micd, nici unul dintre acestea nu prezinta aspecte de
masurare a asistentei financiare asupra atingerii ODD
sau informatiile oferite de partenerii de dezvoltare, la
acest subiect, sunt, in mare parte, declarative, nefiind
fundamentate de studii empirice, care sa evalueze
corelatia dintre volumul asistentei externe acordate si
atingerea obiectivelor de dezvoltare strategica a tarii,
inclusiv atingerea indicatorilor ODD.

Totusi, sunt necesare date mai solide sau ela-
borarea unor indicatori de performantd, pentru a
urmari progresul ODD. Acestia sunt considerati baza
procesului de evaluare a impactului finantérii pentru
dezvoltare durabila.

in acest context, scopul cercetirii vizeaza ana-
liza importantei asistentei financiare externe neram-
bursabile in atingerea ODD, in Republica Moldova si
se materializeaza prin urmatoarele obiective specifice
de cercetare:

development, examining various dimensions and have
positioned it as a key factor in capital accumulation
and in fostering increase in domestic investment.
Notably, it plays a role in narrowing the gap between
savings, investment, and the balance of trade (export-
import). Furthermore, external assistance is acknow-
ledged for its role in poverty eradication, particularly
through its catalysing effect on job development [5].
Besides, Technical assistance, a constituent of exter-
nal aid, is emphasized for its contribution to the
enhancement of technical knowledge and skills. This,
in turn, facilitates the development and capitalisation
of human capital, recognized as a pivotal resource in
the constructive evolution of developed economies.
The analyses presented bear certain limitations, inclu-
ding a focus on a specific group of countries, and the
absence of empirical studies.

Conversely, some scholars argue that financial
assistance, may fall short in addressing challenges if
not tied to sound management policies and integrated
within a coherent fiscal framework. The effectiveness
of assistance, is contingent upon the government's
adept formulation of an investment plan that aligns
with the country’s essential needs. From another angle,
repayable financial assistance can have consequences
on long-term economic development. For underdevelo-
ped nations, the inflow of foreign assistance can
establish a detrimental cycle, creating a dependency on
external financial resources and economic growth that
might diminish in intensity over the extended term [9].

In addition, Martin and Walker’s study under-
scores a significant aspect of SDGs financing, the
predominant reliance on domestic resources, (77%),
but there arises a need to attract external sources [8].
Developing countries lack statistics for assessing the
performance of SDG achievement in correlation with
funding sources. These statistics would present a
valuable political instrument for analysing factors
influencing changes and outcomes.

Although there are several studies on the role
and importance of external assistance in economic de-
velopment, none of them presents aspects of measuring
financial assistance on achieving the SDGs or the
information provided by development partners on
this subject is largely declarative, not being substan-
tiated by empirical studies, assessing the correlation
between the volume of external assistance provided
and the achievement of the strategic development
objectives of the country, including the achievement
of the SDG indicators.

However, more robust data or performance
indicators are needed to track progress on the SDGs.
They are considered the basis of the process of
assessing the impact of financing for sustainable
development.

In this regard, the aim of the research lies in
examining the importance of non-reimbursable exter-
nal financial aid in achieving the SDGs in the
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1. Analiza volumului de asistentd externa recep-
tionatd de catre Republica Moldova;

Metode de cercetare aplicate

In vederea atingerii scopului si obiectivelor
specifice cercetarii, au fost utilizate urmatoarele me-
tode si tehnici de cercetare: analiza factologica, ana-
liza statistica, preponderent axatd pe datele oferite de
Platforma de Gestiune a Asistentei Externe (AMP),
analiza de impact, axatd pe identificarea efectelor asis-
tentei externe asupra realizarii ODD, in baza datelor
oferite de Organizatia Natiunilor Unite (ONU).

Baza informationala a cercetarii este sustinutd
de lucrarile de referinta ale cercetatorilor, printre care:
Martin M., McCabe E., Golder U., Engberg-Pedersen P.,
Zwart R., precum si de publicatiile organizatiilor in-
ternationale, cum ar fi: Organizatia Natiunilor Unite
(ONU), Platforma pentru Gestionarea Asistentei Externe
(AMP) si datele oferite de Ministerul Finantelor si
Biroul National de Statistica al Republicii Moldova.

Rezultate si discutii

1. Tendinte in evolutia asistentei externe in
Republica Moldova

In ciuda lipsei datelor privind contributia asis-
tentei externe in atingerea ODD, guvernele incearca
sa imbundtateasca raportarea cu privire la implemen-
tarea ODD si la angajamentele asumate, prin interme-
diul procesului de evaluare nationala voluntara. De la
independenta si pand in prezent, Republica Moldova
a beneficiat de asistentd externd in valoare totala de
4,3 miliarde EUR, care a contribuit la dezvoltarea
socio-economica nationald. Asistenta externd, acordata
sub formd de asistentd tehnicd, resurse financiare
nerambursabile sau rambursabile, este cruciald pentru a
sustine redresarea economica si avansarea in realizarea
obiectivelor de dezvoltare durabila [10].

in perioada 1991-2023, cei mai importanti
parteneri cu care Republica Moldova a cooperat pe
linia implementarii agendei de dezvoltare, au fost:
UE, BM si SUA, acestia fiind si cei mai mari, si
importanti donatori, dupa volumul debursarilor [8]. In
functie de specificul proiectelor si durata de imple-
mentare a acestora, clasamentul partenerilor de dez-
voltare se schimba de la an la an [14].

in acest sens, pentru perioada 2000-2023, con-
form datelor prezentate de Platforma pentru Gestio-
narea Asistentei Externe, principalii parteneri de
dezvoltare, conform angajamentelor curente, sunt:
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Republic of Moldova and is reflected in the following
specific research objectives:

1. Analysis of the volume of foreign assistance
received by the Republic of Moldova;

2. Assessment of the role of financial aid on
achieving the MDGs in Moldova;

3. ldentification of post-monitoring instruments
for foreign aid in national sustainable deve-
lopment.

The research tackles the need to better under-
stand the way a variety of factors, including political,
economic and social determinants, shape the evolu-
tion of external financial aid intervention areas and
contribute directly to the achievement of the SDGs.

Applied research methods

In order to achieve the specific aims and
objectives of the research, a combination of research
methods and techniques were employed, namely the
factual analysis, statistical analysis, mainly focused
on data provided by the Aid Management Platform
(AMP), and impact analysis focused on identifying the
effects of foreign aid on the achievement of the SDGs,
based on data provided by the United Nations (UN).

The information foundation of the research is
underpinned by reference works of researchers such
as Martin, M., McCabe E., Golder, U., Engberg-
Pedersen, P., R. Zwart as well as publications of inter-
national organizations as the United Nations (UN), the
Aid Management Platform (AMP), and data provi-
ded by the Ministry of Finance and the National Bureau
of Statistics of the Republic of Moldova.

Results and discussions

1. Trends in the Evolution of Foreign Aid
in the Republic of Moldova

Despite of the data gap regarding the contribu-
tion of foreign assistance to the achievement of ODD,
governments are making concerted efforts to enhance
reporting mechanisms concerning the implementation
of the SDGs and the commitments articulated through
the voluntary national assessment process. In the case
of the Republic of Moldova, spanning from its decla-
ration of independence to the present, the government
has received foreign assistance amounting to EUR
4.3 billion. External support, offered in the form of
technical assistance, grants, or repayable financial
resources, has played a pivotal role in fostering natio-
nal socio-economic development and supporting not
only economic recovery initiatives but also in pro-
pelling progress towards the sustainable development
goals [10].

In the period from 1991 to 2023, the Republic
of Moldova has strategically collaborated with key
partners, such as the EU, WB, and the USA, in the
pursuit of its development agenda. Notably, these
entities emerge as the primary donors, as evidenced
by the magnitude of their disbursements [8]. The
dynamics of these partnerships are notably dynamic,
with the ranking of partners based on the specifics of
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Comisia Europeana — 18%, Fondul Monetar Inter-
national — 13%, Banca Europeana de Investitii — 12%,
Agentia Internationald pentru Dezvoltare — 11%,
Agentia Statelor Unite pentru Dezvoltare Internatio-
nala — 9%, altele — 38%.

De-a lungul timpului, domeniile de interventie
a asistentei tehnice si financiare nerambursabile si-au
schimbat prioritatea, fiind strans corelate cu sectoa-
rele prioritare de interventie la nivel de stat, si vin sa
sustind eforturile guvernului in contracararea efecte-
lor negative, determinate de suita de crize cu care se
confruntd economia Republicii Moldova in ultimii
ani. Mai mult, asistenta externa sustine eforturile sta-
tului in realizarea prioritatilor de dezvoltare, trasate in
Strategia Nationala de Dezvoltare ,,Moldova — 20307,
Planul National ,,Construim Moldova Europeana”, 20
de Actiuni Guvernamentale etc. [6, 14]. In acest sens,
majoritatea asistentei tehnice (suport sub formad de
transfer de cunostinte, inclusiv tehnologii, metodolo-
gii si tehnici in cadrul proiectelor/programelor) si
financiare (suport bugetar) externe targeteaza anumite
institutii de stat (cum ar fi: Guvernul Republicii
Moldova, Ministerul Dezvoltérii Economice si Digi-
talizarii, Ministerul Finantelor, iS ,,Moldelectrica”,
Ministerul Sanatatii etc.) si oferd suport eforturilor
acestor institutii in implementarea reformelor, in
atingerea angajamentelor asumate in acordurile cu
acesti parteneri de dezvoltare, precum si in atingerea
obiectivelor strategice de dezvoltare nationala.

Volumul asistentei externe nerambursabile
acordata Republicii Moldova variazi de an la an. in
anul 2022, Republica Moldova a beneficiat de suport
financiar si tehnic in valoare de 303 mil. EUR, iar in
2023 suma alocata de partenerii de dezvoltare a fost de
127 mil. EUR. Pentru anii 2024-2025 sunt deja
semnate contracte de finantare in valoare de 47,81 mil.
EUR. Sporirea volumelor de asistenta externa la nivel
national este corelatd cu sporirea volumelor de
asistenta la nivel global. Astfel, AOD, la nivel global,
a inregistrat o crestere semnificativa in 2022, fiind
determinata preponderent de cresterea alocatiilor des-
tinate contracararii crizei refugiatilor, ca urmare a
cheltuielilor suferite de refugiatii din Ucraina. in
2022, fluxurile nete de AOD, furnizate de tarile mem-
bre ale Comitetului pentru Asistentd pentru Dez-
voltare (CAD), au atins suma de 206 miliarde USD,
reprezentand o crestere de 15,3% fatda de 2021.
Acesta a fost al patrulea an consecutiv in care AOD a
depasit nivelurile sale record, inregistrand una dintre
cele mai mari rate de crestere din istoria sa [12].

Analiza structurii asistentei externe pentru
dezvoltare, la nivel global, in anul 2022 (figura 1),
scoate 1n evidentd ponderea relativ ridicatd alocata
gestiondrii crizei refugiatilor — 14,2% din totalul
AOD al tarilor membre CAD, ceea ce a reprezentat
cca 29,3 miliarde USD. Doar AOD neta, acordata
Ucrainei, a reprezentat 16,1 miliarde USD, adica
7,8% din totalul AOD. Datele indica faptul ca, in

individual projects and the duration of their imple-
mentation [14].

Examining the period from 2000 to 2023 and
relying on data provided by the AMP, the mainl deve-
lopment partners, based on current commitments,
assume distinct roles in supporting Moldova's deve-
lopment aspirations. The breakdown is as follows:
European Commission at — 18%, International Mone-
tary Fund — 13%, European Investment Bank — 12%,
International Development Agency — 11%, United
States Agency for International Development — 9%,
and — 38% attributed to other contributors.

Over the course of time, the focus areas of
non-reimbursable technical and financial assistance
have dynamically evolved, aligning closely with the
priority sectors identified at the state level. This stra-
tegic alignment reinforced the government’s endea-
vours to mitigate the adverse impacts stemming from
a series of crises experienced by Moldova’s economy
in recent years. Notably, foreign aid has played a role
in supporting the state’s pursuit of development
priorities outlined in strategic documents such as the
“National Development Strategy Moldova-2030”, the
Government Action Plan “Building a European Mol-
dova”, 20 Priority Actions of the Government Action
Plan, etc. [6, 14]. In this context, a significant portion
of external technical assistance (knowledge transfer
including technologies, methodologies, and techni-
ques within various projects and programs) and
financial assistance (budget support), is strategically
directed towards specific state institutions, such as
the Government of the Republic of Moldova, the
Ministry of Economic Development and Digitisation,
the Ministry of Finance, the IS “Moldelectrica”, and
the Ministry of Health and offer support the imple-
mentation of reforms, fulfil commitments outlined
in agreements with development partners, and con-
tribute to the realization of the strategic objectives of
national development.

The amount of non-reimbursable foreign aid
granted to the Republic of Moldova varies from year
to year. In 2022, Moldova received financial and
technical support amounting to EUR 303 million, and
in 2023 the amount allocated by development
partners was EUR 127 million. For 2024-2025, finan-
cing contracts amounting to EUR 47.81 million have
already been signed. The increase in foreign assis-
tance volumes at national level is correlated with the
increase in global aid volumes. Thus, in 2022, there
was a notable surge in ODA on a global scale, pri-
marily attributed to heightened allocations aimed at
addressing the refugee crisis, spending related to the
refugee situation in Ukraine. In 2022 the net ODA
flows provided by member countries of the Deve-
lopment Assistance Committee (DAC) reached a
substantial USD 206 billion, marking a significant
increase of 15.3% compared to the preceding year,
signifying the fourth consecutive year in which ODA
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2022, tarile CAD au alocat mai putine resurse finan-
ciare pentru remedierea efectelor pandemiei COVID-
19, volumul asistentei externe totalizdnd cca 11,2
miliarde USD, ceea ce este mai putin cu 45% in
comparatie cu datele din 2021. De asemenea, in 2022
se atestd o scadere a fluxurilor de asistenta bilaterala
netd destinatd tarilor africane, cu aproximativ 7,4%
mai putin fatd de 2021 [12].

surpassed its record levels registering the highest in
the history of ODA [12].

The analysis of the structure of global external
development assistance in 2022 (figure 1) underscores
a significant allocation to the management of the
refugee crisis, constituting — 14.2% of the total ODA
provided by member countries of the DAC. This
allocation amounted to approximately USD 29.3
billion. Notably, the specific focus on addressing the
refugee crisis in Ukraine is evident, accounting for
USD 16.1 billion, representing 7.8% of the total ODA.
The data reveals a comparatively lower allocation of
financial resources to address the effects of the COVID-
19 pandemic in 2022, totalling about USD 11.2 hillion,
marking a 45% decrease compared to the allocations
in 2021. Furthermore, in 2022, there was a decrease of
approximately 7.4% compared to 2021 [12].

Timp de aproape 50 de ani, comunitatea dona-
torilor a adoptat si a consolidat responsabilitatea pentru
angajamentele internationale, in sprijinul dezvoltarii
durabile pe o bazd colectiva, datorita unei contabilitati
comune a ajutorului. Masurarea AOD si obiectivele
sale convenite la nivel international au servit la men-
tinerea si imbunatatirea finantarii si cooperarii pentru
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2. The Role of Foreign Aid in achieving the
Sustainable Development Goals of the Republic of
Moldova

Over the span of nearly 50 years, the donor
community has embraced and reinforced accounta-
bility for international commitments in the realm of
sustainable development through collective efforts in
joint aid accounting. The practice of measuring ODA
and adhering to internationally agreed targets has
maintained and enhanced donor financing and deve-
lopment cooperation, thus formulating national strate-
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dezvoltare de cdtre donatori, modeland strategiile
nationale si informand deciziile politice [5].

Dezvoltarea durabila a devenit un element de
baza al teoriei si politicii nationale si internationale,
realizat in special de agentiile Natiunilor Unite. In 2015,
Adunarea Generalda a Natiunilor Unite a adoptat
Agenda 2030 pentru Dezvoltare Durabila, care include
17 obiective cuprinzatoare, menite sa creeze o societate
globala echitabilad alaturi de un mediu prosper. Aceste
obiective acoperd domenii, precum: reducerea saraciei,
securitatea alimentara, sanatatea, educatia, egalitatea de
gen, conservarea mediului, dezvoltarea economica,
justitia, infrastructura, reducerea inegalitatii si consoli-
darea parteneriatelor. Agenda 2030 pentru Dezvoltare
Durabila este implementatd de diversi parteneri, in
special din sursele Asistentei Oficiale pentru Dezvol-
tare AOD. Partenerii de dezvoltare prin asistenta finan-
ciard acordata au contribuit la dezvoltarea economica
durabild a Republicii Moldova, inclusiv la atingerea
ODD, precum si au sprijinit masiv guvernul in con-
tracararea consecintelor pandemiei COVID-19 si ale
razboiului din Ucraina [4].

Identificarea indicatorilor ODD specifici Re-
publicii Moldova implicd nu doar incorporarea aces-
tora in contextul strategiei nationale, ci si instituirea
unui sistem exhaustiv de monitorizare si evaluare a
progresului in atingerea fiecarui ODD relevant pentru
Republica Moldova.

in vederea monitorizarii Agendei 2030 pentru
Dezvoltare Durabila, la nivel global, a fost conceput
un cadru statistic de monitorizare a sprijinului oficial
pentru dezvoltare durabild, compus din 241 de indica-
tori, conceput special pentru a masura finantarea
externd, cu sprijin oficial pentru dezvoltare durabila si
atingerea ODD. Acest cadru statistic a fost conceput
pentru a oferi un sistem coerent, comparabil si unifi-
cat de urmadrire a investitiilor relevante pentru ODD,
care sa poata informa planificarea strategica, sa iden-
tifice lacunele si priorititile emergente si sd evalueze
progresele inregistrate in ceea ce priveste corelarea
ofertei cu nevoile [2]. Totusi, acesta raimane limitat la
cuantificarea doar a sprijinului oficial total pentru
dezvoltare durabild si la fluxurile sprijinite oficial
pentru dezvoltare durabila. Lucrarile privind cadrul
intentioneaza sa includa asa-numitii indicatori satelit,
privind alte fluxuri private externe intr-un agregat. Cu
toate acestea, masurarea amprentei de dezvoltare a
volumelor mari de finantare privata externa, cum ar fi
transferurile de fonduri, investitiile straine directe si
donatiile private, ramane dificil de stabilit [7].

Pentru Republica Moldova au fost considerati
relevanti 152 de indicatori cantitativi si 19 calitativi
(narativi). Una dintre marile provocari in procesul de
nationalizare a indicatorilor, constd in faptul ca nu
exista metodologii de calcul disponibile pentru 88
dintre indicatorii globali [2].

Desi resursele interne reprezintd cea mai mare
sursd de finantare pentru dezvoltarea durabild, tarile

gies and serving as a cornerstone in informing policy
decisions related to sustainable development [5].

Sustainable development has become a core
element of national and international theory and
policy, carried out in particular by United Nations
Agencies. In 2015, the United Nations General
Assembly adopted the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable
Development, which includes 17 comprehensive
goals aimed at creating an equitable global society
and a prosperous environment. These goals cover
areas such as poverty reduction, food security, health,
education, gender equality, environmental conserva-
tion, economic development, justice, infrastructure,
reducing inequality, and strengthening partnerships.
The 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development is
implemented by various partners, mainly from ODA
resources. The contributions of development partners,
have contributed to the sustainable economic deve-
lopment of the Republic of Moldova including to the
achievement of the SDGs, as well as demonstrated
significant solidarity and assistance in helping the
government mitigate the consequences of the
COVID-19 pandemic and the war in Ukraine [4].

Mapping Moldova-specific SDG indicators in-
volves more than just integrating them into the national
strategy. It requires the establishment of a comprehen-
sive system for monitoring and evaluating progress
towards each of the SDGs that are pertinent to the
Republic of Moldova.

In order to monitor the progress of the 2030
Agenda for Sustainable Development globally, a
statistical framework has been developed, consisting of
241 indicators. This framework is specifically designed
to measure external financing with official support for
sustainable development and to assess the achieve-
ment of the SDGs. The statistical framework aims to
provide a coherent, comparable, and unified system for
tracking SDG-relevant investments, to inform strategic
planning, identify gaps and emerging priorities, and
assess progress in aligning the supply of support with
the actual needs [2]. However, the current framework
has limitations. It primarily quantifies total official
support for sustainable development and officially
supported flows for sustainable development. Efforts
are underway to enhance the framework by including
satellite indicators on other external private flows in an
aggregate. Nevertheless, measuring the development
footprint of large volumes of external private finance,
such as remittances, foreign direct investment and
private donations, poses challenges [7].

For the Republic of Moldova, 152 quantitative
and 19 qualitative (narrative) indicators were deemed
relevant. One of the major challenges in the process of
nationalisation of indicators is that there are no calcula-
tion methodologies available for 88 of the global
indicators [2].

Indeed, while domestic resources stand as the
primary source of financing for sustainable develop-
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in curs de dezvoltare se confruntd cu provocari sem-
nificative in ceea ce priveste colectarea de statistici
detaliate si comparabile privind veniturile, care sunt
esentiale pentru evaluarea comparativa a performan-
telor in raport cu obiectivele de dezvoltare durabila.
Unele dintre aceste provocari sunt: coordonarea ne-
eficientd intre agentiile de colectare a veniturilor;
disponibilitatea redusd a datelor istorice; absenta unor
sisteme informatice adecvate pentru Iinregistrarea
datelor privind veniturile.

Statisticile privind veniturile reprezinta un instru-
ment de politicd valoros pentru evaluarea comparativa
cu tari similare si pentru analiza factorilor care deter-
mind schimbari in ceea ce priveste veniturile pe par-
cursul timpului. Atribuirea de obiective sectoriale sau
de politicd pentru AOD reprezintd o provocare din
punct de vedere conceptual si empiric. Acest lucru
este cauzat de natura transversald a ODD-urilor, ceea
ce ingreuneaza, de asemenea, evitarea dublei conta-
bilizari in cadrul finantdrii si realizarea unei armoni-
zari intre actori In ceea ce priveste raportarea [11].
Partenerii de dezvoltare utilizeaza informatii despre
realizari, rezultate si impact (adicd date privind rezul-
tatele) la diferite niveluri, cum ar fi la nivel de intre-
prindere, de tard si de proiect, pentru a comunica si a
justifica ceea ce s-a realizat, pentru a permite inva-
tarea, luarea de decizii in cunostintd de cauzd si
corectarea cursului.

Conform datelor furnizate de Organizatia Na-
tiunilor Unite, realizarea ODD in Republica Moldova
este asiguratd prin implementarea a 231 de proiecte,
finantate cu suportul partenerilor de dezvoltare. Pen-
tru anul 2023, resursele financiare alocate constituie
149,4 milioane USD, acestea fiind repartizate procen-
tual conform prioritatilor partenerilor de dezvoltare:
,Obiectivul 2. Zero foame” — 19,3%; ,,Obiectivul 3.
Sanatate si stare de bine” — 17%; ,,Obiectivul 1. Fara
sdracie” — 16%; ,,Obiectivul 16. Pace, Justitie si Insti-
tutii Puternice” — 11,1%; ,,Obiectivul 5. Egalitate de
gen” — 10,8%; ,,Obiectivul 4. Educatie de calitate” —
7%; ,,Obiectivul 8. Munca decenta si crestere econo-
mica” — 5,8%; ,,Obiectivul 10. Inegalitati reduse” —
4%,; ,,Obiectivul 9. Industrie, Inovatie si Infrastruc-
turd” — 3,3%; ,,Obiectivul 6. Apa curata si Igiend” —
1,7%; ,,0Obiectivul 7. Energie Accesibila si Curata” —

Cel mai important partener in sustinerea efortu-
rilor Republicii Moldova pentru atingerea ODD este
Uniunea Europeana, care in anul 2023 a alocat suma de
18,4 milioane USD pentru realizarea urmatoarelor
sanitatie”; ,,16. Pace, justitie si institutii eficiente”; ,,8.
Munca decentd si crestere economicd”; ,,10. Inegalitéti
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ment, developing countries encounter substantial
challenges in collecting detailed and comparable
revenue statistics. These statistics are crucial for bench-
marking performance against the SDGs, providing
valuable insights for policy-making and development
planning. Some challenges lie in poor coordination
between revenue collection agencies, limited availa-
bility of historical data and lack of adequate infor-
mation systems to record revenue data. Income
statistics indeed serve as valuable policy tools, offe-
ring a lens through which countries can benchmark
their economic performance against similar nations
and conduct insightful analyses of the factors
influencing changes in income over time. Assigning
sectoral or policy targets for ODA is conceptually and
empirically challenging. This is due to the cross-
cutting nature of the SDGs, which also makes it
difficult to avoid double-counting in funding and to
achieve harmonisation between actors in reporting
[11]. Development partners use information on
achievements, results and impact (i.e., outcome data)
at different levels, such as enterprise, country and
project levels, to communicate and justify what has
been achieved and to enable learning, informed
decision-making and course corrections.

According to the data provided by the UN, the
achievement of the SDGs in the Republic of Moldova
is ensured via the implementation of 231 projects
financed by the development partners. For the year
2023, the financial resources allocated amount to
USD 149.4 million, distributed in percentages
according to the priorities established by the
development partners, namely “Goal 2. Zero Hunger”
— 19.3%; “Goal 3. Good Health and Well-Being” —
17%; “Goal 1. No Poverty” — 16%; “Goal 16. Peace,
Justice and Strong Institutions” — 11.1%; “Goal 5.
Gender Equality” — 10.8%; “Goal 4. Quality Edu-
cation” — 7%; “Goal 8. Decent Work and Economic
Growth” — 5.8%; “Goal 10. Reduced Inequalities” —
4%; “Goal 9. Industry, Innovation and Infrastructure”
— 3.3%; “Goal 6. Clean Water and Sanitation” —
1.7%; “Goal 7. Affordable and Clean Energy” —
1.5%; “Goal 11. Sustainable Cities and Commu-
nities” — 1.3%; “Goal 17. Partnerships for the Goals”
—0.4%; “Goal 13. Climate Action” — 0.3%; “Goal 15.
Life on Earth” — 0.2%; “Goal 12. Responsible Con-
sumption and Production” — 0.1%; “Goal 14. Life
under water” — 0% [13].

The European Union’s significant financial
commitment to Moldova underscores its pivotal role
as the most important partner supporting the country’s
efforts to achieve the SDGs. In 2023, the EU allocated
a substantial amount of USD 18.4 million towards the
following priorities: “1. No Poverty”; “6. Clean Water
and Sanitation”; “16. Peace, Justice and Effective
Institutions”; “8. Decent Work and Economic Growth”;
“10. Reduced Inequalities”; “4. Quality Education”;
“9. Industry, innovation and infrastructure”; “5. Gender

tare este alocatd sub formad de suport bugetar sau

Equality”. This funding is provided in the form of
budget support or technical assistance to the relevant
institutions involved in these processes, namely:

The Republic of Moldova’s efforts to achieve the
MDGs in 2022 resulted in a score of 78.63 out of 100,
which ranked the country on the 25th position out of
166. Nationally, the following are achieved:

— achieved goals: “1. No Poverty”; “4. Quality
Education”; “10. Reduced Inequalities”;

— goals that continue to pose a challenge: “7.
Affordable and Clean Energy”; “13. Climate
action”; “15. Life on land”; “11. Sustainable cities
and communities”; “17. Partnerships for Goals”;

— goals that continue to pose significant chal-
lenges: “2. Zero Hunger”; “3. Good Health
and Well-Being”; “5. Gender equality”;
“8. Decent work and economic growth”,
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infrastructura”; ,,6. Apa si igiena”; ,,12. Consum

si productie responsabile”;

— obiective care riman provocari majore: ,,16.

Pace, justitie si institutii puternice”;

— informatii indisponibile: ,,14. Viata sub apa”.

Datele analizate prezinta o relatie directa din-
tre volumele de asistenta tehnica si financiard neram-
bursabild, debursata de catre partenerii de dezvoltare
si progresul identificat in atingerea ODD. Totodata,
analiza datelor cu privire la AOD si contributia lor la
atingerea ODD la nivel global si national, ne permite
sa constatdim ca masurarea volumului de fluxuri de
asistentd externa nu este suficientd. Existd o cerere
pentru o abordare mai holisticA si pentru masuri
eficiente ale impactului asupra dezvoltarii, atit din
partea actorilor publici, cét si a celor privati, actorii
publici incercand sa demonstreze ca fondurile publice
sunt eficiente, iar actorii din sectorul privat cautand
sa creasca randamentul economic, social si de mediu
al investitiilor.

Pentru a obtine rezultate, eforturile de masu-
rare $i monitorizare a contributiilor la dezvoltarea
durabila trebuie sd avanseze pe trei dimensiuni:

1. Sunt necesare masuri ale tuturor resurselor
care au un impact asupra dezvoltarii durabile. Cadrul
de masurare a sprijinului oficial total pentru dez-
voltare durabild are potentialul de a asigura o masu-
rare mai cuprinzatoare a resurselor oficiale si a celor
sprijinite oficial mai largi, dincolo de AOD si inclu-
zand furnizorii bilaterali. in timp ce cadrul de masu-
rare a sprijinului oficial total pentru dezvoltare dura-
bild reprezintd un prim pas in directia corectd, vor fi
necesare alte initiative si masuri pentru a obtine o
imagine completd a resurselor care vizeaza ODD.
Pentru a determina modul in care fluxurile externe
sprijina ODD, se depun eforturi pentru a furniza ma-
suri mai eficiente ale continutului de dezvoltare sau
ale amprentei resurselor, in special a finantarii pri-
vate, cum ar fi: filantropia, remitentele, investitiile
straine directe (ISD) si comertul cu valoare adaugata;

2. Pentru a identifica lacunele, este necesara
cartografierea resurselor in raport cu ODD. Cadrul de
masurare a ODD 1in sine nu dispune de date fiabile
dincolo de AOD. Aproape jumatate din obiectivele de
finantare convenite pentru ODD se bazeaza pe indi-
catori care se bazeaza exclusiv pe AOD. Sunt nece-
sare date si instrumente mai bune, pentru a permite
tarilor sa evalueze contributiile diferitilor actori si
pentru a consolida capacitatea tarilor de a-si masura si
finanta strategiile nationale de dezvoltare. Unele stu-
dii arata ca in tarile in curs de dezvoltare, pentru a
acoperi peste 50% din deficitul de finantare pentru
infrastructura de transport, energie, telecomunicatii si
agricultura, este nevoie de finantare din partea sec-
torului privat [1];

3. Lipsa unui cadru comun de raportare pentru
actorii din sectorul privat creste riscul a ceea ce a fost
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“9. Industry, innovation and infrastructure”;

“6. Clean water and sanitation”; “12. Res-

ponsible consumption and production”;

— goals which continue to pose major challen-
ges: “16 Peace, justice and strong institutions”;

— information not available: “14. Life below
water”.

The data analysis reveals a direct relationship
between the volumes of non-reimbursable technical
and financial aid disbursed by development partners
and the progress towards the SDGs. However, it also
emphasizes that merely measuring the flow volume
of foreign assistance is insufficient. The analysis of
ODA data and its contribution to the achievement of
the SDGs at both global and country levels under-
scores the need for comprehensive evaluation metho-
dologies. This demand for a more holistic approach
aligns with the evolving expectations of both public
and private actors. Public actors aim to demonstrate
the effectiveness of public funds, emphasizing the
need for accountable and impactful development
initiatives. Meanwhile, private sector actors are
increasingly focused on maximizing the economic,
social, and environmental return on investment.

To yield results, efforts to measure and moni-
tor contributions to sustainable development must
advance along the three dimensions:

1. Measures of all resources that have an
impact on sustainable development are needed. The
framework for measuring total official support for
sustainable development has the potential to offer a
more comprehensive measure, encompassing not only
ODA but also a broader spectrum of officially
supported resources, including contributions from
bilateral providers. While the framework represents a
positive initial step in the right direction, additional
initiatives and measures are required to obtain a fuller
picture of resources targeting the SDGs. Efforts are
underway to enhance the understanding of how
external flows contribute to the SDGs by focusing on
improving measures of development content or
resource footprint. This includes a specific emphasis
on private finance, such as philanthropy, remittances,
FDI, and value-added trade;

2. ldentifying gaps and effectively mapping
resources against the SDGs requires a comprehensive
approach. However, the current SDG measurement
framework faces challenges, as it often lacks reliable
data beyond ODA. Notably, nearly half of the agreed
financing targets for the SDGs rely solely on indica-
tors linked to ODA. Better data and tools are needed
to enable countries to assess the contributions of
different actors and to strengthen countries’ capacity
to measure and finance their national development
strategies. Studies indicate that in developing coun-
tries, private sector financing is crucial to cover a
significant portion of the financing gap, especially in
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numit ,,SDG Washing”l. Astfel, se contureaza necesi-
tatea armonizarii abordarilor privind masurarea rezul-
tatelor si valorificarii cererii tot mai mare de respon-
sabilitate sporitd a actorilor.

In acest context, consideram ci sunt necesare
eforturi pentru a determina in ce masura diferitele flu-
xuri, nu doar cele de ajutor sau finantare nerambur-
sabild, contribuie efectiv la dezvoltarea durabila, la
indeplinirea planului ,,Agenda 2030 si la atingerea
obiectivelor de dezvoltarea strategica nationala.

Concluzii

Asistenta financiarda nerambursabild joacd un
rol crucial in promovarea dezvoltarii economice dura-
bile si a atingerii ODD, contribuind la reducerea
sdraciei, la Tmbunatatirea starii de sdnatate, la com-
baterea schimbarilor climatice, la promovarea egali-
tatii de gen si la realizarea altor obiective esentiale.
Cu toate acestea, este necesard o gestionare eficienta
si transparentd a resurselor, pentru a maximiza impac-
tul pozitiv al acesteia asupra Republicii Moldova.

Evaluarea este primul pas catre stabilirea
obiectivelor si tintelor si, in cele din urma, cétre defi-
nirea strategiilor si politicilor, care sd maximizeze
impactul asupra dezvoltérii si sa avanseze in directia
agendei globale. O lipsd esentiala de date impiedica
intelegerea progreselor inregistrate in ceea ce priveste
finantarea dezvoltarii durabile si identificarea poten-
tialelor lacune. Cadrul actual al obiectivelor si indica-
torilor ODD se bazeazd, in principal, pe datele
oficiale privind ajutorul, furnizate de CAD al OCDE,
pentru a urmari finantarea ODD, lasand necunoscut
continutul de dezvoltare al majoritétii finantarilor.

Sistemul de finantare a dezvoltarii durabile,
care se schimba rapid, ridica noi provocdri in ceea ce
priveste masurarea volumului, a calitatilor de dezvol-
tare si a impactului pe care 1l au nenumaratele contri-
butii asupra dezvoltarii. in timp ce ODD se bazeazi
preponderent pe asistenta oficiala pentru dezvoltare,
pentru a determina finantarea necesara pentru reduce-
rea saraciei, atingerea obiectivelor Agendei 2030
solicita niveluri de finantare fara precedent din partea
unor noi actori, pentru a avansa dezvoltarea durabila
si pentru a pune capit sardciei. In acest context, este
nevoie de un mecanism clar de monitorizare a finan-
tarii pentru dezvoltarea durabild, pentru a intelege
contributia si interactiunea complexa a diferitilor actori
si surse de finantare. Coerenta politicilor de finantare
internd si internationald trebuie s fie pe deplin inte-

sectors such as transport, energy, telecommunica-
tions, and agricultural infrastructure, with estimations
that more than 50% of the financing gap could be
filled by private sector investment[2];

3. The lack of a common reporting frame-
work for private sector actors increases the risk of the
so called “SDG washing ™. This highlights the need
to harmonise approaches to outcome metrics and
harness the growing demand for increased accoun-
tability of stakeholders.

In the given context, we believe that efforts
are indeed crucial to measure the extent to which
various flows, extending beyond traditional aid or
grant funding, contribute to sustainable development
and the achievement of the ‘2030 Agenda” and
National Strategic Development Goals.

Conclusions

Undoubtedly, non-repayable financial aid plays
a pivotal role in promoting sustainable economic
development and contributing to the achievement of
MDGs. This form of aid has demonstrated effective-
ness in addressing various critical objectives, including
poverty reduction, health improvement, climate change
mitigation, and the advancement of gender equality.
However, for the Republic of Moldova, efficient and
transparent management of non-repayable financial aid
is essential to maximize its positive impact.

Measurement is the first step towards setting
goals and targets and ultimately defining strategies
and policies that maximise development impact and
move forward towards the global agenda. However, a
critical challenge arises from a lack of comprehensive
data, hindering the understanding of progress in
financing sustainable development and identifying
potential gaps. The existing framework of SDG tar-
gets and indicators relies predominantly on official
aid data provided by the OECD/DAC to track SDG
financing, leaving the development contents of most
financing unknown.

The evolving landscape of financing for
sustainable development presents new challenges in
terms of measuring the size, development qualities,
and impact of the myriad contributions. While the
SDGs primarily rely on official development assistance
for measuring the financing needed to reduce poverty,
achieving the goals of the 2030 Agenda necessitates
unprecedented levels of financing from diverse actors
to advance sustainable development and eradicate
poverty. In this context, there is a pressing need for a

In vederea identificirii unui mecanism eficient
de masurare a contributiei asistentei externe in atin-
gerea ODD, se contureazd mai multe recomandari de
politicad economicd, dupd cum urmeaza:

— sprijinirea initiativei privind transparenta, dez-
voltarea capacitatilor locale, pentru a masura
mai bine fluxurile, cartografierea fluxurilor in
raport cu ODD si evaluarea nevoilor si lacu-
nelor de finantare a ODD;

— claborarea de instrumente de evaluare si de
estimare a impactului (de exemplu, instru-
mente de autoevaluare a iIntreprinderilor, pen-
tru a evalua performanta in raport cu anumite
ODD si mecanisme de raportare a rezultatelor
inregistrate catre autoritatile relevante) si con-
tributiei diversilor actori si surse de finantare
pentru dezvoltare durabila;

— crearea unei platforme de discutii si colabo-
rare, in vederea comunicarii nevoilor de asis-
tentd externd si coordonarea acestora cu di-
versi parteneri de dezvoltare, pentru a evita
suprapunerile si pentru a stabili o colaborare
eficienta intre acestia.

Cercetarile ulterioare urmeazd sa abordeze
aceste recomandari, in vederea identificarii unui meca-
nism de optimizare a utilizarii asistentei financiare
externe in dezvoltarea socio-economica nationala.

clear mechanism to monitor the financing for sus-
tainable development that can capture the complex
contributions and interactions of different actors and
funding sources. The coherence of domestic and
international financing policies must be fully integrated
into measurement frameworks. Forward looking, new
and existing mechanisms need to be strengthened for
more comprehensive reporting of all actors and
funding sources in support of sustainable development.

In order to identify an effective measurement
mechanism for the contribution of foreign aid to
meeting the SDGs, several policy recommendations
are outlined below:

— support the transparency initiative, develop
local capacity to better measure flows, map
flows against the SDGs, and assess SDG
financing needs and gaps;

— development of evaluation and impact asses-
sment tools (e.g., business self-assessment
tools to monitor performance against specific
SDGs as well as the mechanisms to report
performance to relevant authorities) and the
contribution of different stakeholders and
funding sources to sustainable development;

— create a discussion and cooperation platform to
communicate and coordinate foreign assistance
needs with various development partners to
avoid overlaps and ensure better coordination.
Further research on implementing these

recommendations will be instrumental in identifying a
mechanism to optimize the use of foreign financial aid
in national socio-economic development.
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
