Due to the role of Arts in the national culture the
masterpieces of the Art Collection of AESM opened a new file
in the history of the Bessarabian culture. Undoubtedly, the Art
collection of AESM will survive and will grow in the future.
All the works acquired from the authors or donated to our
institution will stay in the cultural patrimony of our country
and persist in the eyes of our students forever; the same way it
remains in the memory of, Victoria Domenti a graduate from
the Faculty of Business and Business Administration, speciality
of Marketing and Logistics, who is quoted here: “A few days
ago I was looking through the window glass. Although the
ground was covered by snow, it was heavily raining. It was so
cold and uncosy outside.

Just in front of me two sculptors were carving in stone.
Out of their hands emerged a quite nice sculpture, that would
delight the eyes many years after. The sculptors who were
working in such horrible weather reminded me of the passing
year...” (About the sculptural composition “Per aspera ad
astra”, by Grigore Sultan).

This collection is interesting not only for the images
offered, but also for the challenges provoked to those who step
the AESM home. A distinct reality of these days is the
penetration of beauty into almost all the spheres of human life,
so various and necessary to ensure an increased spiritual
comfort. People should become not only more kind and fair but
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The creators of “The Eminescian Creation Universe”
are the emeritus painter Gheorghe Vrabie and his wife, Dorina
Cojocaru-Vrabie who delighted the souls of the participants at
the inauguration.

Having graduated from the Academy of Fine Arts in St.
Petersburg, Gheorghe Vrabie devoted his life to his talent. He is
the author of numerous works, including the emblem of Chisinau.

Gheorghe Vrabie is an artist, painter and illustrator,
Master of Arts of Moldova, Knight of the Order of the
Republic. Gheorghe Vrabie was born on 21 March, 1939, in
the village of Cilinesti, Balti. The artist studied at the
Republican School of Fine Arts “I. Repin” (1956-1960) and the
Faculty of Graphic Arts, at the Academy of Fine Arts of St.
Petersburg (1961-1967). Gheorghe Vrabie works at the School
of Fine Arts for Children “A. Sciusev”, at the Publishing House
“Moldovan Book”, at the Cultural Patrimony Institute of the
Academy of Sciences of Moldova etc.

Gheorghe Vrabie developed the State Emblem and the
