Among the events on ASEM Day, on 24 September 2010,
official inauguration took place of the sculptural composition
dedicated to the students from ASEM “Per aspera ad astra”
“Through hardship to the stars” The inauguration was
attended by guests from Romania, rector of ASEM, Grigore
Belostecinic, teachers, authors of the sculptural project, and
students of ASEM. “The sculpture, dedicated to the students
from ASEM is the symbol representing them”’; mentioned in his
speech, Mr. Grigore Belostecinic. Students had the opportunity
to see, over a year, how a piece of Cosauti stone carved for
days, got a work of art. Original and unique at the same time,
the artwork is the highest stone sculpture of the Republic of
Moldova which will hold hundreds and thousands of years to
come, said the rector of ASEM. The sculptor, Grigore Sultan,
author of the work, said: “For the first time, this composition

was made out of the snow, at the carving Festival in
Novosibirsk, 2005, where it won the Silver Trophy, but the
stone work was much easier. “The piece is made of five stones,
each block of 18 tons. The author sustains that the sculptural
composition is dedicated to students, who must strive for more
civilized future, not to forget love and the Creator, namely that
it makes man happy.

“An idea which could not be more original,
unprecedented in the world, expressing love, wisdom, peace. A
symbol, that reminds you, that only through intense work and
difficulties, one can reach the stars”, Valentin Rotaru, fourth
year student, General economics and Law Department.

“The composition is made out of Cosauti stone, specific
for Moldova, being a natural stone which means sacred,
continuous improvement, a trend toward celestial knowledge ”,
Gheorghe Postolachi, senior lecturer, Private Law Department.

VEACESLAV JIGLITCHI

Veaceslav Jiglitchi's sculptures are known beyond the
Republic of Moldova. Bronze sculptures are found in private
collections of Sarkozy, Putin, Medvedev, Luzhkov. At the
same time, many of which serve as trophies for festivals and
exhibitions of modern art.

Academy of Economic Studies of Moldova Day could
not be celebrated without the official inauguration of the
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bronze sculpture composition “Nota Bene!” (Remember!),
installed in the fountain in front of block B. The event was
attended by guests of honor from Romania, the National
Institute of Economic Research of the Romanian Academy,
rector of ASEM, Mr. Grigore Belostecinic, deans, professors
and students of ASEM.

A sculpture full of charm and beauty, which finds its
perfect splendor in the middle of the fountain. When it was
decided to develop this project, which is a work of art, the
authors of the sculpture together with the rector of ASEM
wanted something special, a work that will fit the space. “The
composition symbolizes the way that you can reach the stars”,
said Grigore Belostecinic.

»Economia sine litteris mortua est” (economy without
science is dead) is the motto of this beautiful sculpture. At its
foundation, are textbooks of economics, marketing, auditing,
management, accounting, books which constitute those 500000
copies of books, journals and monographs available at this
stage at ASEM. A sphere is placed above the books, and over
the sphere - the man in the person of a female creature.

The author of this remarkable sculptural composition,
Veaceslav Jiglitchi came with a word of congratulation for
ASEM, on his birthday, stating that there has been a huge
pleasure to make this work. “Nota Bene!” expresses a
continuous improvement, an infinite trend toward absolute
knowledge, providing an incentive to improve the personal
quality through learning. Man, that is above the sphere
signifies the supreme value of what is happening in the world
and what will follow, through knowledge of self and others,
through the continuous study, concluded those present at the
inauguration.
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Very original composition and beautiful thanks to the
ASEM female contingent, which served as the impetus and
stimulus for the author of creation, placing the image of
woman over the sphere. The sphere means the involvement of
all areas of social life or at the global level, but especially of
those in the economic field. The sculpture in itself symbolizes
the love of books, knowledge, and science in general.
