Any economic entity has
the goal, besides profit-making, to reach an adequate level
environmental protection, thus respecting the

The competitiveness level of any economic entity is

- directly proportionate to its ability to provide the market with
- qualitative and ecologically clean products. In this context it

is necessary to consider both consumer requirements and the

- regulations imposed by trading partners.

The convergent concerns about a unified
environmental management system and the awareness of

- the global dimensions of pollution issues have contributed
- to the emergence of international organizations that aim at
- directing and coordinating these concerns. Thus, in 1992
- the British Standards Institute presented the first model of
- a unified environmental management system, called "BS
- 7750 - Specification for Environmental Management
- Systems."

A year after the verification of the model, the

- European Commission issued Regulation No. 1893 / EEC —
- a model of environmental management and audit system

known as EMAS (Eco Management and Audit Scheme).

- This regulation provides for voluntary participation of any

organization from the EU industrial space in eco-
management and audit system if the following conditions are
met:

v’ Establishment and adoption of environmental
policy (including the improvement of
legislation to reduce environmental impact);

v' Implementation of an  environmental
management system with all the environmental

To sum it up, we believe, based on the analysis
of the ISO 9000 and 14000 standards, that
environmental management as the overall system in
general and of each individual organization is defined
as the concern for environmental performance, impacts
that their activities, services and products make on the
environment taking into account certain objectives,

targets and programs that will bear a relationship to the
- expectations and aspirations of the interested parties.

Due to the integration and accession of Romania
to the European Union, implicitly, with the increased
attention to environmental management, we want to
specify that ISO 14000 is an international standard that

enables organizations (businesses in particular, both
manufacturers and service businesses, research
institutes, other legal entities) to better know the
processes within the company and to minimize
negative environmental impacts, particularly on
environmental factors (air, water, soil, etc.).

ISO 14000 does not refer to a particular product
or service but to the organization in general, the
production process, to how the organization knows and
complies with environmental legislation. On the other
hand, the ISO 14000 series comprises several

- standards.

The ISO 14001 standard, the first one released in
this series in September 1996, allows for organization
assessment and is flexible enough to be applied to any
manufacturer of goods or any provider of services. ISO
14001 is recognized internationally as a standard that
refers to the organization’s  Environmental
Management System and determines environmental
policy, environmental aspects and impacts of products,
activities or services of the organization, planning
environmental protection objectives, setting
measurable targets, implementing the policies and
programs needed to meet these goals and objectives,
control and feedback mechanisms, corrective measures
and the monitoring and assessment of the management

system.
In this context, we emphasize that the
certification = mechanism  involves not  only

organizational assessment and the development of a
plan of measures to reduce the environmental impact at
present or in the near future, but also includes an
environmental audit of the company, the development
of procedures, staff training, designating the officials of
the company on environmental issues, ongoing
assessment of the processes within the organization and
permanent actions to reduce environmental impact.

Currently in Romania any economic entity may
14000-certified or at present there are
organizations that do not enter into contractual
relationships with certain suppliers if they do not have
proof of certification to ISO 14000. Without ISO 9000
one cannot export or sell in some markets (especially in
the EU and the USA).

However, we will emphasize that we are

- referring to a market mechanism and certification is

voluntary and can give some competitive advantages
but does not guarantee increased sales or turnover or
entry into the market where almost all companies are
certified.
In conclusion, the ISO 14000 certification allows
to certain markets and increased
competitiveness of companies in Romania but at the
same time market mechanisms govern the selection of
suppliers of goods or services. In recent years there are
an increasing number of companies that acquire
certifications both internationally and in Romania. For

There
are also companies that can provide both audit and
certification, including monitoring and post-
certification assessment, and ISO 19001 "combines"

standard currently replaces the meta-assessment
required by ISO 14011 and is recommended by the
experts of all businesses, regardless of the area or field
of activity.

In conclusion, we can say that the ISO 14000
standard defines the same environmental management
system based on the PDCA principle introduced by
Deming [2]: "Plan - Do - Check - Act", to which we
can add the need for setting an environmental policy
complemented by the necessary commitment to the
policy defined and managerial functions involved in
the process.

Thus, the PDCA principle, according to which
environmental management works, implies a particular
algorithm (Figure 3).

Integrating environmental management into
the overall management of the economic
entity.

2. Conclusions. In conclusion, we would like to
mention that an environmental management system is a
tool for identifying and solving specific environmental
issues, which can be implemented in a company in different
ways depending on certain conditions. So, in terms of the
evolution of environmental management system standards,
those indicated are the European EMAS and the ISO 14000

- family of international standards.
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
